The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults 
Catechumens and the Elect 

 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

Over the past couple of weeks, you may have been present for one of the Masses at which we have celebrated rituals for the Rite of 
Christian Initiation of Adults.  I wanted to say more about this important mission activity of the Church so that you would understand 
it better.  The RCIA celebrates the Sacraments of Initiation, which are Baptism, Eucharist, and Confirmation.  If a person is 
unbaptized as an adult, they are to receive all three of these sacraments at once, usually at the Church’s Easter Vigil Mass.   

When a person comes to the Church without having been baptized and asks to become one with us, we spend some time getting to 
know them (and they us), and answering preliminary questions that they may have.  Once they feel ready to begin the journey, we 
welcome them into the Order of Catechumens.  This is an ancient order of the Church, dating back to near the Church’s beginnings.  
Catechumens are those seeking baptism.  Catechumens have rights within the Church, including the right to receive the sacraments 
(especially baptism), the right to sacramental marriage in the Church, and the right to a Christian Burial (which we hope they won’t 
need to take us up on any time soon!).   

Then, on the First Sunday of Lent, we sent them for Election.  The catechumens went to Joliet for the Rite of Election by the Bishop 
(who is the proper minister of that Rite) two weeks ago.  According to the Rite, “This step is called election because the acceptance 
made by the Church is founded on the election by God, in whose name the Church acts” (RCIA, 119).  Here the Church ratifies the 
catechumen’s discernment that they are called to the Church’s sacraments.  After this ritual, they are no longer called catechumens, 
but instead called the Elect, or Elect of God. 

During the Masses on the third, fourth and fifth Sundays of Lent, the Elect participate in the scrutinies, which are “rites for self-
searching and repentance and have above all a spiritual purpose.  The scrutinies are meant to uncover, then heal all that is weak, 
defective or sinful in the hearts of the elect; to bring out, then strengthen all that is upright, strong, and good.”  (RCIA, 141).   

Finally, they come to the Church for the Sacraments of Initiation, during the Easter Vigil Mass.   

What is especially important to me as a Pastor during these rites, is that they are to be models of continuing conversion in all of us, 
baptized or not, wherever we are on the journey.  God continually calls us to greater holiness throughout our lives, so when we 
witness these beautiful rites of the Church, we ought to reflect on what they are calling us to do so that we can become more like 
God every day.

El rito de la Iniciación Cristiana de Adultos 
Catecúmenos y los Elegidos 

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo: 

Es posible que en las últimas semanas, haya estado presente en una de las misas en las que hemos celebrado el Rito de iniciación 
cristiana de adultos. Quiero decir más sobre esta importante actividad misionera de la Iglesia para que la entiendan mejor. RICA 
celebra los sacramentos de iniciación, que son el bautismo, la eucaristía y la confirmación. Si una persona adulta no está bautizada, 
debe recibir estos tres sacramentos a la vez, generalmente en la Misa de la Vigilia Pascual de la Iglesia. 

Cuando una persona viene a la Iglesia sin haber sido bautizada y pide unirse a nuestra fe, pasamos un tiempo conociéndolos (y ellos 
a nosotros) y respondiendo a preguntas preliminares que puedan tener. Una vez que se sientan listos para comenzar esta jornada de 
fe, les damos la bienvenida durante el ritual de la Orden de los Catecúmenos. Este es un ritual muy antiguo de la Iglesia, que se 
remonta cerca de los comienzos de la Iglesia. Los catecúmenos son aquellos que buscan el bautismo. Los catecúmenos tienen 
derechos dentro de la Iglesia, incluido el derecho a recibir los sacramentos (especialmente el bautismo), el derecho al matrimonio 
sacramental en la Iglesia y el derecho a un entierro cristiano (que esperamos no lleguen a necesitar en un futuro cercano).  

The Word from Fr. Pat / La Palabra del Padre Pat / Słowo od Ojca Pat 
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Después del proceso de inicio, durante el primer domingo de Cuaresma, los enviamos a las elecciones. Hace dos semanas nuestros 
catecúmenos fueron enviados a Joliet para el Rito de Elección del Obispo (quien es el ministro apropiado de ese Rito). Según este 
Rito, "A este paso se le llama elección porque la aceptación hecha por la Iglesia se basa en la elección de Dios, en cuyo nombre 
actúa la Iglesia" (RICA, 119). Aquí la Iglesia ratifica el discernimiento del catecúmeno de que están llamados a los sacramentos de la 
Iglesia. Después de este ritual, ya no se les llama catecúmenos, sino que se llaman Elegidos, o Elegidos de Dios. 

Durante las misas del tercer, cuarto y quinto domingos de Cuaresma, los elegidos participan en los escrutinios, que son "ritos para la 
auto-búsqueda y el arrepentimiento y tienen sobre todo un propósito espiritual. Los escrutinios están destinados a descubrir y luego 
sanar todo lo que es débil, defectuoso o pecaminoso en los corazones de los elegidos; sacarlo a relucir, luego fortalecer todo lo que 
es recto, fuerte y bueno”. (RICA, 141). 

Finalmente, vienen a la Iglesia para los Sacramentos de Iniciación, durante la Misa de la Vigilia Pascual. 

Lo que es especialmente importante para mí como Párroco durante estos ritos, es que sean modelos de conversión continua en todos 
nosotros, bautizados o no, donde sea que estemos en el viaje. Dios nos llama continuamente a una mayor santidad a lo largo de 
nuestras vidas, así que cuando presenciamos estos hermosos ritos de la Iglesia, debemos reflexionar sobre lo que nos están llamando 
a hacer para que podamos llegar a ser más como Dios todos los días.

Chrześcijańska Inicjacja Dorosłych, 
Katechumenów i Wybranych 

Drodzy Bracia i Siostry w Chrystusie, 

W ciągu ostatnich kilku tygodni mogliście być obecni na jednej z Mszy, podczas której odprawialiśmy rytuały obrzędu 
chrześcijańskiej inicjacji dorosłych. Chciałem powiedzieć więcej o tej ważnej misji Kościoła, abyście lepiej ją zrozumieli. RCIA 
celebruje Sakramenty Chrztu, Eucharystii i Bierzmowania. Jeśli dorosła osoba nie jest ochrzczona to powinna przyjąć wszystkie trzy 
sakramenty jednocześnie, zwykle podczas Mszy Wigilii Paschalnej. 

Kiedy ktoś przychodzi do Kościoła, nie będąc ochrzczonym i prosi aby stać się jednym z nas, spędzamy trochę czasu na poznaniu go 
(i nas samych) i udzieleniu odpowiedzi na wstępne pytania, które mogą mieć. Gdy będą gotowi rozpocząć wspólną drogę, witamy 
ich w zgromadzeniu Katechumenów. Jest to starożytne zgromadzenie, którego historia sięga początków Kościoła. Katechumenami 
są ci, którzy pragną chrztu. Katechumenowie mają prawa w Kościele, w tym prawo do przyjmowania sakramentów (zwłaszcza 
chrztu), prawo do sakramentalnego małżeństwa w Kościele oraz prawo do chrześcijańskiego pochówku (z którego, mamy nadzieję, 
nie będą musieli korzystać wkrótce!). 

Następnie, w pierwszą niedzielę Wielkiego Postu, Katechumeni udają się (odbyło się to dwa tygodnie temu) do Joliet na rytuał 
wyboru przez biskupa (który jest właściwym szafarzem tego rytuału). Według obrządku „ten krok nazywa się wybraniem, ponieważ 
akceptacja dokonana przez Kościół opiera się na wyborach dokonanych przez Boga, w którego imię działa Kościół” (RCIA, 119). 
Tutaj Kościół ratyfikuje rozeznanie katechumenów, że są powołani do przyjęcia sakramentów Kościoła. Po tym rytuale nie są już 
nazywani katechumenami, ale zamiast tego nazywani są wybranymi przez Boga. 

Podczas Mszy św. w trzecią, czwartą i piątą niedzielę Wielkiego Postu, wybrani uczestniczą w badaniu i odkrywaniu swojego serca,  
(Rozeznanie i Pokuta, które mają przede wszystkim cel duchowy). Badanie swego serca ma na celu odkrycie, a następnie 
uzdrowienie wszystkiego, co słabe, wadliwe lub grzeszne.  Wybrani wydobywają wszystkie wady, a następnie umacniają się we 
wszystkim, co jest prawe, silne i dobre ”. (RCIA, 141). 

W końcu przybywają do Kościoła na Sakramenty Inicjacji podczas Mszy Wigilii Paschalnej. 

Szczególnie ważne dla mnie jako pasterza podczas tych obrzędów jest to, że Inicjacja ma być wzorem do nieustannego nawracenia 
się każdego z nas, ochrzczonego lub nie.  Bóg nieustannie wzywa nas do większej świętości przez całe nasze życie, dlatego kiedy 
jesteśmy świadkami tych pięknych obrzędów Kościoła, powinniśmy zastanowić się nad tym, do czego nas wzywają, abyśmy mogli 
stać się bardziej podobni do Boga z każdym nowym dniem.
