the enduring Call to love a pastoral letter against racism

The Call to Address Racism in Our Hearts and Communities

In their new pastoral letter against racism,
Open Wide Our Hearts: The Enduring Call
to Love, the Catholic bishops of the United
States invite conversion of hearts, minds,
and institutions in order to address the evil
ofracism that still exists in our
communities.

By our baptism, we are members of Christ's
body and sharers in his mission. Imitating
Christ, we must care for all members of our
communities, honoring each person as
unique, sacred, and created in the image of
God. We know that the evil of racism cuts to
the core of God's plan for humanity,
devaluing the diversity God created within
the human family. As followers of Christ, we
seek to reclaim the God-given sanctity of
each person's inviolable human dignity. The
bishops remind us, “The command of love
requires us to make room for others in our
hearts. It means that we are indeed our
brother's keeper (see Gn 4:9).”

Some among us may want to believe that
our country has moved beyvond the reality of
racism that has so profoundly stained its
past, or that racism does not involve us.
Almost every day, news headlines
demonstrate that our country's “original
sin” ofracism continues to impact the lives
of many Americans, many of them
Catholic—particularly those who belong to
the African American, Hispanic/Latino, or
Native American communities.

There are signs that racism's legacies
remain prevalent in many systemic
inequalities that have deep impact on
people of color. The bishops write, “Racism

can only end if we contend with the policies
and institutional barriers that perpetuate
and preserve the inequality—economic and
social—that we still see all around us.”

“We read the headlines thar report the killing of’
unarmed African Americans by faw enforcement
officials. In our prisons, the numbers of inmates
of color, notably those who are brown and black,
Is grossly disproportionate. Despire the grear
blessings of liberty that this country offers, we
must admir the plan rruch thar for many of our
fellow citizens, who have done nothing wrong,
Interactions with the police are often fraughr
with fear and even danger.”

— 1.5 bishops, Open Wide Our Hearts

Within the walls of the Church, many people
of color have experienced discrimination
and outright racism. Leadership has been
lacking. The bishops write, “ All too often,
leaders of the Church have remained silent
about the horrific violence and other racial
injustices perpetuated against African
Americans and others.” Reflecting on these
realities, the bishops implore us to find ways
to actively work against the evil of racism.
We must seek racial justice within our
Church and in our country. Let us all allow
the Holy Spirit to convert our hearts to do
the work of healing, so we may live
authentically in true relationship to one
another. Let the fruit of this conversion be
evident in our full celebration and
integration of ethnic and cultural diversity,
which is truly a gift from God.

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How Can I Respond?

{1) Listen to and know the stories of our brothers and sisters who have suffered
from racism in history, and in the present. True and authentic encounter is
difficult but worth the effort. Authentic relationships require vulnerability, humility, and
getting outside of your comfort zones. For some, this will mean actively seeking
opportunities to engage with people of diverse backgrounds. For others, this might mean
raising your voice or sharing yvour story. Through authentic engagement we bring
together diverse perspectives and experiences which honor the fullness of God’s plan.

{2) Work to address both individual and systemic racism. Racism can be individual,
when persons fail to recognize certain groups as created in the image of God and equal in
dignity, or it can be systemic, where practices or policies are upheld that treat certain
groups of people unjustly. These systems are often perpetuated due to the silence or
unawareness of many. Commit to learning more about racism and emploviment. housing,
wealth, education, criminal justice, and voting—and then get involved in diocesan, parish
or community efforts to pray and work for conversion of both hearts and systems.

{3) Think about what you can do, wherever you are. Commit to raising your
awareness in whatever situations you find yourself.

a. As people of faith, we can intentionally work to ereate spaces of welcome and
opportunities for encounter. Create opportunities for sharing of stories and learn
how racism impacts our communities. Regularly think about whose voices may
be missing as leaders and volunteers in parish ministry. In parishes and schools,
educators can use activities from uscch.org/racism to integrate content on the
pastoral letter into their lessons.

b. Im your family, think about who you socialize with on a regular basis.
Intentionally create opportunities to interact with those you may not run into
over the normal course of your week. Where in your community do you see
diverse groups of people come together? Parents: talk with yvour children about
race. Continuing to talk with them about everyone’s human dignity and the pain
of racism in our country will help form them to respect the dignity of all. Find
pravers for children at usecbh.org/racism.

c. At school or work, ask: How vou can learn more about other cultures? What
resources are available to yvou? If there are others who are treated differently
because of their race, speak up. Think about what you might do if you hear
someone make disparaging remarks about a classmate or coworker. How can you
be ready to respond?

{4) As individuals and communities of faith, examine your conscience. We all
must ask ourselves: Where have I not lived as an example of Christ’s love? Where have
my attitudes or perceptions caused me to devalue persons of other cultures or
ethnicities? When have I been unnecessarily suspicious or allowed a preconceived notion
to overshadow the human nature of another? When have I seen the “other” instead of
welcoming an opportunity to listen to the story of that person’s life, struggles, or joys?

(1) Escuche ¥y conozca las historias de sus hermanos y hermanas que son miembros de
grupos culturales diferentes a los suyos. El encuentro verdadero y auténtico es dificil, pero
merece el esfuerzo.

Compromeétase a conocer mas sobre racismo
v empleo, vivienda, rigueza, educacién, justicia penal y voto, ¥ luego participe en esfuerzos
diocesanos, parroquiales o comunales para orar y trabajar por la conversion de los corazones y de
los sistemas.

(3) Piense en lo que puede hacer, dondequiera que esté. Comprométase a elevar su
conciencia en cualquier situacion en que se encuentre.

a. Como personas de fe, podemos trabajar intencionalmente para crear espacios de
acogida y oportunidades de encuentro. Cree oportunidades para compartir historias y
conozca como el racismo afecta a miembros de nuestras comunidades. Ayude al liderazgo
de la parroquia a considerar cuales voces pueden estar faltando como lideres v
voluntarios en el ministerio parroquial. En parroquias y escuelas, los educadores pueden
usar las actividades de usccb.org/racism para integrar el contenido de la carta pastoral en
sus lecciones.

(4) Como individuos ¥y comunidades de fe, examinen su conciencia. Todos debemos
preguntarnos: ¢Cuando no he vivido como un ejemplo del amor de Cristo? ¢Cuando me han
llevado mis actitudes o percepciones a menospreciar a personas de otras culturas o grupos
étnicos? dCuando he sospechado innecesariamente o dejado que una idea preconcebida
menospreciara la naturaleza humana de otro? ¢Cuando he visto al “otro” en lugar de acoger la
oportunidad de escuchar la historia de vida, luchas o alegrias de esa persona?

How to Come to Mass - July 2020

The following instructions must be reviewed and agreed to before attending Mass in person.

If you are comfortable with all the requirements and instructions below, go to the Eventbrite link and get your
tickets. One ticket is needed for every member of your party.

¢ Wake up early, get dressed, and drive over to St Mary Immaculate.

¢ Entry to the building begins 15 minutes prior to Mass time. A parking attendant will let you know when you
can get in line. Maintain a 6 foot social distance from other families when waiting to enter the building.

¢ Make certain all in your party are together and are wearing face coverings (except children 2 and
under). Your children must remain in your pew with you at all times.

¢ You will enter and exit the building ONLY through the North Door 6 near the Adoration Chapel
We will spray sanitize your hands upon entry and verify you have reviewed the communion instructions

Present your tickets/phone confirmation to the second greeter. Those without tickets will be required to wait
outside. If all reservations are filled, those without tickets will be required to return to their car and watch
Mass via livestream.

If you cannot kneel during consecration, notify an usher and they will provide specific seating arrangements.

Follow the remaining ushers who will seat you based on the size of your party and order of arrival. We are
filling the church front to back, south to north. First section seated will be the last section to exit after Mass,
so please be patient after Mass concludes.

¢ If your party is small, you may be asked to share a pew with another small group, however, we expect you to
keep the proper social distance.

Keep your mask on at all times during Mass.
Before Mass begins, ushers are available to answer any questions you have.
Do not leave your pew to socialize with other parishioners, keep your social distance.

Do not share a physical sign of peace with anyone outside of your immediate family, or hold hands with non-
family during the Our Father.

¢ If someone in your party must use the restroom at any time during Mass, an usher will accompany you to the
North Wing restrooms. You must wash your hands and re-sanitize after using the restroom.

¢ There will be no collection during Mass. Offertory envelopes can be dropped in the box as you enter or exit
the church.

¢ There are four communion stations. As you prepare to receive the Eucharist, stay in your pew until called by
the usher, they will spray sanitize your hands again.

Keep 6 ft distance from the person in front of you, following the markers on the floor.

Move forward to the Priest/Minister, remove one side of your face covering, approach, bow, answer Amen,
and hold out your hands.

¢ An usher will be next to the Priest/Minister to direct you to a blue X on the floor where you will remove
consume Jesus, replace your face covering and then return to your pew.

¢ We are expecting all attending Mass to respectfully return to their pew after Communion. No one is allowed
to leave church at this time.

¢ After the end of the recessional hymn, ushers will arrive and sequentially direct you from your pew through
the North Door exit to the parking lot. Once outside you may remove your face covering if keeping the proper
social distance.

¢ No groups will be allowed to socialize or linger in the church or the parking lot after Mass as the volunteers
and ministers must clean, sanitize and prepare for the following Mass.

Thank you for coming and following these new instructions. We also ask you to not attempt to secure tickets for
another Mass for at least two months in order to allow all our parishioners to attend. We reserve the right to deny
tickets to parishioners that do not respect this request.

Welcome to the new age of Masses at St Mary Immaculate!!! For now at least.

Things are definitely different, but basically the same. Let me explain. You get up, get dressed and drive to St Mary
Immaculate. Please enter the parking lot at the traffic light on Route 59. You will then be directed by wonderful
volunteers to a specific location where you will park your car and wait for Mass to start. The volunteers will ask you
a few questions. Most importantly, if anyone in your vehicle has a fever or is experiencing symptoms. They will also
ask the number of people receiving Communion today. If someone in your party needs to receive a low-gluten host,
you need to tell them that so that a low-gluten host can be consecrated and distributed to that person.

We have arranged our sound system so that you can listen live to Mass on your car radio tuned to St. Mary
Immaculate's channel located on your FM dial at 107.7. You also should secure a Facebook or Youtube connection if
you wish to view the Mass that will be live streamed.

Now you are ready for Mass as normal. Oh wait except for receiving Holy Communion. So let’s prepare. After the
priest receives the Eucharist, he will give Communion to the Extraordinary Ministers that will be distributing in the
Parking Lot. They will be wearing face coverings and face shields for both your protection and theirs. When they
have received and sanitized their hands, they will come to the parking lot.

Communion ministers and parking lot attendants will pass on both sides of the rows of cars. The attendant's job is to
collect any offertory envelopes your family has brought, make certain all in the car have their face coverings securely
in place, and spray sanitizer on everyone’s hands. One attendant will be on each side of your car. If you have a back
row of seats that cannot be reached without the door being opened, please open the door or window so the
Extraordinary Minister doesn't have to enter your vehicle. If you bring your own sanitizer, just let the attendant
know and you will be ready.

As the Minister of Communion approaches your car, hold out your hand to accept the Eucharist, remove one side of
your mask and immediately consume the host. Put your mask securely back in place. Please leave the radio and live
stream on through the Communion process so you can finish the Mass.

God bless you and thank you for coming to Mass. We hope receiving the sacrament of the Eucharist was a long
awaited, but well received experience for you. We certainly hope to see you again next week.
