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The Spirit comes to the aid of our weakness; 
for we do not know how to pray as we ought… 

Romans 8:26 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
I don’t know about you, but I take real comfort in the passage from Saint Paul’s letter to the Romans, above.  Because there are 
plenty of times when I just don’t know how to pray the right way.   
 
I remember a time when I was in seminary, and both of my parents were diagnosed with cancer within a month of each other.  That 
was a crazy time, and I just couldn’t even find the words to pray any more.  I knew God was still there and would lead me through, 
but all I could say was “help.”  Really, that’s how I prayed.  Thankfully, the Holy Spirit took over and came to the aid of my 
weakness.  He sent me a few of my classmates who came that night to pray over me and with me, and from that moment on, I was 
able to pray again.   
 
We have to know that the Spirit does want us to pray, wants us to be in relationship with God, because that’s the whole point.  God 
created us to be in relationship with him, and the way that we nurture and grow in that relationship is through prayer.  The way we 
grow in any relationship that is important to us is by communication: no communication, no relationship.  That’s just as true about 
our relationship with God as it is with all our relationships. 
 
I’ve found this to be true not just about intercessory prayer, but about all kinds of prayer.  If I’m stumped on what a passage of 
Scripture means, bringing that frustration to the Spirit, he comes to my aid.  I’ll find a resource that helps me sort it out, or gain an 
insight by talking to someone about it.  Prayer isn’t always easy, sometimes it just doesn’t flow the way we would like it to.  It takes 
work, but it’s worth the work. 
 
So here’s how to pray with this during this week.  Take five minutes.  Think about some area of prayer that you’ve found difficult.  
Maybe it’s how to pray for someone or something in your life, and you don’t know how to bring it to the Lord.  Maybe it’s some 
area of prayer itself you’ve found difficult: how to spend time in adoration, how to contemplate Scripture.  Ask the Holy Spirit to 
help you with that.  Know that the Spirit comes to the aid of our weakness.  Put aside the restrictions that come about when we think, 
“I should be able to do this.”  Let the Spirit teach you how to pray.  Then give thanks, knowing that God will always answer this 
prayer. 
 
May the Spirit come to the aid of all of us!

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo: 
 
No sé sobre usted, pero me consuela mucho el pasaje de la carta de San Pablo a los romanos, arriba. Porque hay muchas ocasiones en 
que simplemente no sé cómo rezar de la manera correcta. 
 
Recuerdo un momento en que estaba en el seminario, y mis padres fueron diagnosticados con cáncer con un mes de diferencia. Fue 
un momento loco, y ya no podía encontrar las palabras para rezar. Sabía que Dios todavía estaba allí y me guiaría, pero todo lo que 
pude decir fue "ayuda". Realmente, así es como recé. Afortunadamente, el Espíritu Santo se hizo cargo y vino en ayuda de mi 
debilidad. Me envió a algunos de mis compañeros de clase que vinieron esa noche a rezar por mí y conmigo, y desde ese momento 
pude volver a rezar. 
 
Tenemos que saber que el Espíritu quiere que oremos, que tengamos una relación con Dios, porque ese es el punto. Dios nos creó 
para estar en relación con él, y la forma en que nutrimos y crecemos en esa relación es a través de la oración. La forma en que 
crecemos en cualquier relación que es importante para nosotros es mediante la comunicación: sin comunicación, sin relación. Eso es 
tan cierto acerca de nuestra relación con Dios como lo es con todas nuestras relaciones.

Tal vez sea un área de 
oración en sí misma que le haya resultado difícil: cómo pasar el tiempo adorando, cómo contemplar las Escrituras. Pídale al Espíritu 
Santo que lo ayude con eso. Sepa que el Espíritu viene en ayuda de nuestra debilidad. Deje de lado las restricciones que surgen 
cuando pensamos: "Debería poder hacer esto". Deja que el Espíritu te enseñe a orar. Luego da gracias, sabiendo que Dios siempre 
contestará esta oración.

Drodzy Bracia i Siostry w Chrystusie, 
 
Nie wiem jak Wy, ale ja naprawdę pocieszam się powyższym fragmentem z listu Świętego Pawła do Rzymian.   Ponieważ tak 
często, po prostu nie wiem jak modlić się we właściwy sposób. 
 
Pamiętam ten moment kiedy będąc w seminarium dowiedziałem się że u obu moich rodziców zdiagnozowano raka (obydwoje w tym 
samym czasie). To był szalony czas i po prostu nie mogłem nawet znaleźć słów do modlitwy. Wiedziałem, że Bóg wciąż jest i mnie 
poprowadzi, ale wszystko, co mogłem powiedzieć, to „pomóż mi”. Naprawdę tak się modliłem. Na szczęście Duch Święty przejął 
władzę i pomógł mojej słabości. Wysłał mi kilku moich kolegów z klasy, którzy przybyli tamtej nocy, aby modlić się nade mną i ze 
mną, i od tej chwili mogłem znów się modlić.

As we have been doing, Mass will be celebrated at 9:00am Monday through Saturday.  If you 
are part of the vulnerable population, or you cannot wear a mask for the entire Mass, you 

should not come to Mass in person.  Please consult your physician.  For those who cannot attend in person, we will 
continue to livestream the Mass each day. 
 
While in church, you must wear a mask and social distance at all times.  Members of the same household can sit together, 
but others will need to observe social distance.  You will be seated by a member of our staff.  Except for receiving Holy 
Communion, you must wear your mask at all times, without exception.

Changes to our Baptism Schedule due to Covid 19 

 

 
To have your child baptized at St. Mary Immaculate, you must have been a member of the parish for at least 6 
months. If you are not a member of the parish you are welcome to register on our website www.smip.org/register 
Once you have registered as a parishioner you must call the Parish Office to sign up for a Baptism Prep Class. For 
the immediate future, we will be holding baptism classes via Zoom. 
The future date for this class is: 
    Wednesday, August 12, 7:00-8:15pm 
If you have attended a Baptism class at St. Mary’s within the last 3 years, this requirement is waived. 

Schedule the Baptism 
Once you have completed the Prep Class, call the Parish Office to schedule the baptism.  

Limited Campus Reopening 
With the Stay-at-Home Order lifted, our staff has returned to work on campus, in a limited 
capacity.  We welcome visitors into the parish building during the week, between the hours 
of 9:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m., by appointment only.  In keeping with the state’s and diocese’s 
current guidelines, we ask that any questions or requests that can be handled by phone or email, continue to be 
handled in that manner.  Items such as registration forms or donations can be left in our drop box in front of 
the Commons doors.   
If you feel that an in-person visit is necessary, visitors are asked to please make an appointment by phone or 
email with the person they would like to see, to determine a date and time to come to the parish.  When 
arriving for an appointment, all visitors are asked to enter through the Commons doors.   
All visitors must wear a mask or face covering over their nose and mouth and maintain a distance of at least six 
feet from others.  There are markers on the floor identifying a six feet distance. 
Visitors should check in with the Commons Receptionist first.  She will let the staff member or priest know that 
their guest has arrived.  At that point, the visitor will be asked to proceed to the appropriate location.  If 
someone needs to wait, they will be asked to take a seat or possibly stand in the Commons, maintaining a six 
feet distance from others. 
If you made an appointment, but have a fever or are experiencing any symptoms associated with the Covid-19 
virus, please stay home.  Please feel free to call the office and reschedule your appointment for when you are 
well.

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How to Come to Mass  - July 2020 
 

The following instructions must be reviewed and agreed to before attending Mass in person. 
If you are comfortable with all the requirements and instructions below, go to the Eventbrite link and get your 
tickets.  One ticket is needed for every member of your party. 

♦ Wake up early, get dressed, and drive over to St Mary Immaculate.   
♦ Entry to the building begins 15 minutes prior to Mass time. A parking attendant will let you know when you 

can get in line.  Maintain a 6 foot social distance from other families when waiting to enter the building.  
♦ Make certain all in your party are together and are wearing face coverings (except children 2 and 

under).  Your children must remain in your pew with you at all times. 
♦ You will enter and exit the building ONLY through the North Door 6 near the Adoration Chapel 
♦ We will spray sanitize your hands upon entry and verify you have reviewed the communion instructions 
♦ Present your tickets/phone confirmation to the second greeter.  Those without tickets will be required to wait 

outside.  If all reservations are filled, those without tickets will be required to return to their car and watch 
Mass via livestream. 

♦ If you cannot kneel during consecration, notify an usher and they will provide specific seating arrangements.  
♦ Follow the remaining ushers who will seat you based on the size of your party and order of arrival.  We are 

filling the church front to back, south to north.  First section seated will be the last section to exit after Mass, 
so please be patient after Mass concludes. 

♦ If your party is small, you may be asked to share a pew with another small group, however, we expect you to 
keep the proper social distance.   

♦ Keep your mask on at all times during Mass.   
♦ Before Mass begins, ushers are available to answer any questions you have.   
♦ Do not leave your pew to socialize with other parishioners, keep your social distance. 
♦ Do not share a physical sign of peace with anyone outside of your immediate family, or hold hands with non-

family during the Our Father. 
♦ If someone in your party must use the restroom at any time during Mass, an usher will accompany you to the 

North Wing restrooms.  You must wash your hands and re-sanitize after using the restroom.  
♦ There will be no collection during Mass.  Offertory envelopes can be dropped in the box as you enter or exit 

the church.  
♦ There are four communion stations.  As you prepare to receive the Eucharist, stay in your pew until called by 

the usher, they will spray sanitize your hands again. 
♦ Keep 6 ft distance from the person in front of you, following the markers on the floor. 
♦ Move forward to the Priest/Minister, remove one side of your face covering, approach, bow, answer Amen, 

and hold out your hands. 
♦ An usher will be next to the Priest/Minister to direct you to a blue X on the floor where you will remove 

consume Jesus, replace your face covering and then return to your pew. 
♦ We are expecting all attending Mass to respectfully return to their pew after Communion.  No one is allowed 

to leave church at this time. 
♦ After the end of the recessional hymn, ushers will arrive and sequentially direct you from your pew through 

the North Door exit to the parking lot. Once outside you may remove your face covering if keeping the proper 
social distance.   

♦ No groups will be allowed to socialize or linger in the church or the parking lot after Mass as the volunteers 
and ministers must clean, sanitize and prepare for the following Mass.  

Thank you for coming and following these new instructions.  We also ask you to not attempt to secure tickets for 
another Mass for at least two months in order to allow all our parishioners to attend.  We reserve the right to deny 
tickets to parishioners that do not respect this request.

Welcome to the new age of Masses at St Mary Immaculate!!!    For now at least. 
Things are definitely different, but basically the same.  Let me explain.  You get up, get dressed and drive to St Mary 
Immaculate.  Please enter the parking lot at the traffic light on Route 59.  You will then be directed by wonderful 
volunteers to a specific locaƟon where you will park your car and wait for Mass to start.  The volunteers will ask you 
a few quesƟons.  Most importantly, if anyone in your vehicle has a fever or is experiencing symptoms.  They will also 
ask the number of people receiving Communion today.  If someone in your party needs to receive a low-gluten host, 
you need to tell them that so that a low-gluten host can be consecrated and distributed to that person. 
We have arranged our sound system so that you can listen live to Mass on your car radio tuned to St. Mary 
Immaculate's channel located on your FM dial at 107.7.  You also should secure a Facebook or Youtube connecƟon if 
you wish to view the Mass that will be live streamed.   
Now you are ready for Mass as normal.  Oh wait except for receiving Holy Communion.  So let’s prepare.  AŌer the 
priest receives the Eucharist, he will give Communion to the Extraordinary Ministers that will be distribuƟng in the 
Parking Lot.  They will be wearing face coverings and face shields for both your protecƟon and theirs.  When they 
have received and saniƟzed their hands, they will come to the parking lot.   
Communion ministers and parking lot aƩendants will pass on both sides of the rows of cars. The aƩendant's job is to 
collect any offertory envelopes your family has brought, make certain all in the car have their face coverings securely 
in place, and spray saniƟzer on everyone’s hands.  One aƩendant will be on each side of your car.  If you have a back 
row of seats that cannot be reached without the door being opened, please open the door or window so the 
Extraordinary Minister doesn't have to enter your vehicle.  If you bring your own saniƟzer, just let the aƩendant 
know and you will be ready.   
As the Minister of Communion approaches your car, hold out your hand to accept the Eucharist, remove one side of 
your mask and immediately consume the host.  Put your mask securely back in place. Please leave the radio and live 
stream on through the Communion process so you can finish the Mass.   
God bless you and thank you for coming to Mass.  We hope receiving the sacrament of the Eucharist was a long 
awaited, but well received experience for you.  We certainly hope to see you again next week.
