Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

During these crazy days of pandemic, I’ve prayed very often for wisdom, much as good King Solomon did in
his day. These are unprecedented things that we are having to discern; there is no roadmap on how to handle
them, so everyone is doing the best they can. That’s important to remember when we get impatient with how
things are going. There is a balance between moving forward so that society can function and keeping people
well, and sometimes the line between those two things is a little fuzzy.

Many have asked about us having more Masses, and that’s reasonable. However, some things have hindered
us moving forward, which I had hoped to do a month ago. We had some staff people with potential exposure
to the disease, so we had to slow down a bit. And we have also had rather tepid participation in the Masses we
do have, which is puzzling. They typically “sell out” with 100 people making reservations, then of those that
do, only 50-80% show up. We have told people to stay home if they’re sick, so that would explain some of it,
but not 20-50%.

All that being said, we are prepared and will be moving forward with a new schedule, beginning Saturday,
August 1. This is the new weekend schedule:

Saturday

2:30pm Confessions (until all have been heard). Come at 2:30 and do not wait until later,
or we may miss you! Confessions take place in the Commons.

4:00pm Vigil Mass in the parking lot. No reservation required. Livestream available or
listen on 107.7 FM in the parking lot. Communion will be brought to you in the car,
weather permitting.

Sunday

7:30am English Mass in church. Reservation required.

9:15am English Mass in church. Reservation required. Livestream available.

11:00am Spanish Mass in church. Reservation required. Livestream available.

12:45pm Polish Mass in church.

We are also working on a schedule that will allow us to celebrate First Holy Communions from this year, and
will be in touch with you on that soon. Also, our parish school, religious education and Confirmation
programs have submitted re-opening plans to the Diocese of Joliet, and we will have more information for you
once those have been approved.

Please note the
new time.

o Saturdays, 2:30pm until all are
heard
Please come at 2:30 and do not wait until later,
or we may miss you!

When you come, your cooperation with the following is
necessary and appreciated:

1. IF YOU ARE SICK (WITH ANYTHING), DO NOT COME TO
CHURCH. We understand you want the sacraments, but staying
home when you are sick is an act of charity.

a. If you have a fever, stay home.
b. If you have traveled in the last 14 days, stay home.
c. Ifyou have a cough, or any shortness of breath, stay home.

2.  Before you come, please wash your hands thoroughly. You will be asked to use hand sanitizer when you enter the building.

3.  You must wear a covering over your mouth and nose (a mask or bandana) when you are on the church campus (inside or
outside of the building). This is not optional; those without a face covering will not be admitted to the building. If you need a
face covering, please let us know and we will try to get one for you.

4. Confessions will take place in the Commons. Please line up outside the building. There are marks on the sidewalk every six
feet; please use those to maintain social distance. No one will be permitted to wait inside the building.

If you have issues walking or standing in line, please let one of our staff know and we will address your needs if at all possible.

6. Please understand there may be staff in the parking lot directing traffic. Please follow their instructions for safe arrival and
departure.

9. We are expecting many penitents, so in consideration of others, we cannot offer spiritual direction or counseling during these
times. Please make a good examination of conscience before you arrive and plan to be as expedient as is possible so that
others may also be heard. We want to be able to provide the Sacrament of Penance for as many as possible, so we appreciate
your cooperation.

10. You are asked to say your Act of Contrition either before or after, and not during your confession. Resources to say the Act of
Contrition will be available in the Commons.

11. If you are able to support the parish during this time, there will be a box in the Commons for you to make your
contribution. You are also able to drop contributions in the drop box outside the Commons at any time, or mail them in, or
contribute online through our website. THANK YOU for your support during this difficult time.

Things are definitely different, but basically the same. Let me explain. You get up, get dressed and drive to St Mary
Immaculate. Please enter the parking lot at the traffic light on Route 59. You will then be directed by wonderful
volunteers to a specific location where you will park your car and wait for Mass to start. The volunteers will ask you
a few questions. Most importantly, if anyone in your vehicle has a fever or is experiencing symptoms. They will also
ask the number of people receiving Communion today. If someone in your party needs to receive a low-gluten host,
you need to tell them that so that a low-gluten host can be consecrated and distributed to that person.

We have arranged our sound system so that you can listen live to Mass on your car radio tuned to St. Mary
Immaculate's channel located on your FM dial at 107.7. You also should secure a Facebook or Youtube connection if
you wish to view the Mass that will be live streamed.

Now you are ready for Mass as normal. Oh wait except for receiving Holy Communion. So let’s prepare. After the
priest receives the Eucharist, he will give Communion to the Extraordinary Ministers that will be distributing in the
Parking Lot. They will be wearing face coverings and face shields for both your protection and theirs. When they
have received and sanitized their hands, they will come to the parking lot.

Communion ministers and parking lot attendants will pass on both sides of the rows of cars. The attendant's job is to
collect any offertory envelopes your family has brought, make certain all in the car have their face coverings securely
in place, and spray sanitizer on everyone’s hands. One attendant will be on each side of your car. If you have a back
row of seats that cannot be reached without the door being opened, please open the door or window so the
Extraordinary Minister doesn't have to enter your vehicle. If you bring your own sanitizer, just let the attendant
know and you will be ready.

As the Minister of Communion approaches your car, hold out your hand to accept the Eucharist, remove one side of
your mask and immediately consume the host. Put your mask securely back in place. Please leave the radio and live
stream on through the Communion process so you can finish the Mass.

God bless you and thank you for coming to Mass. We hope receiving the sacrament of the Eucharist was a long
awaited, but well received experience for you. We certainly hope to see you again next week.

Continue listening to the radio or live stream and have a blessed day.

After Mass, please follow the directions of the parking lot attendants to exit

the campus on Frederick Street.
