Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

At this time of year, we share with you our parish financial summary, which shows us what we have accomplished together. This
year, as you may expect, we had a shortfall, but not as big as we thought we might. Contributions were down, but we were able to
cut expenses to more than cover the shortfall. All of this, of course, was due to the effects of the pandemic as it affected so many of
us financially, as well as physically and emotionally. I am grateful to those parishioners who were able to help sustain us by
continuing their offertory contributions. You have no idea how much that helped us, and I was even more glad to receive the nice
notes that some of you sent along with them. It was great hearing from you, when we couldn’t be together. For all of you, whether
you were able to continue to contribute or not, please know that you have been, and are, in my prayers, and in the prayers of all of us
here at Saint Mary’s.

I am also grateful to our wonderful staff who made the expense cuts I mentioned. Without their ability to adapt quickly to the
pandemic shutdown, we would not have been able to do what we were able to do! I am also grateful to them because, from the very
first week we could not have Mass in person, we were able to livestream, and that was a model for other parishes in the diocese.
And, as you may have seen, our staff has been supplementing our need for volunteers for Masses, Reconciliation, Weddings,
Baptisms, and Funerals. It’s wonderful to work with people who love the church and love our parishioners as much as I do.

We don’t know how the pandemic will shake out in the coming months. It could be several months, or perhaps more than another
year, of continued restrictions. We’re all praying the end is in sight. But we have been able to slowly resume sacraments, with more
expansions planned as circumstances permit, and we have been able to re-open our school to in-person learning. We will be re-
opening Religious Education, Confirmation, and Youth Ministry in the coming weeks and months. We still are in desperate need of
volunteers, catechists, and mentors for all of those, so please hear the call and respond. You will be given training, support,
materials, and a great deal of love! And that’s to say nothing of the bouquet of blessings you are sure to receive from Our Lord!

I want to thank you so much for your continued support of time, talent, and treasure for our parish. We would never be able to
worship, teach the faith, and reach out to the needy without all of you, who help us in so many wonderful ways. If you are able to
increase your support in any of those ways this year, it would mean a lot when so many aren’t in a position to do that. Thank you for
continuing to give of yourselves, and for witnessing so well that #wearesaintmarys!

Financially, we certainly have seen a drop in collections. Last year total revenue for the parish was $311,000 under
budget. However, we can assure you that the staff here have tightened out belts so that for the fiscal year ended June
30, 2020 we only had a New Loss of $41,953. The School and total Religious Education programs were under their
budgets by a total of $158,000, which is astounding. Across the board, Parish expense areas were deeply curtailed as

well, including cancellation of the outside janitorial services until just this August.

Many areas of the parish were able to

cut back spending allowing us to bring in the end of the year spending $339,000 less than budget. Overall we believe
that while we did have a loss this year it was far smaller than it certainly could have been considering the extreme

circumstances we were under.

Fortunately, we were able to complete significant projects before the pandemic hit:

—  Church carpeting installation was completed

— Last Supper/Naming Wall installed in the narthex
— Cana Hall votive light stand paid off

— LED lighting installed throughout the campus

— New textured floor installed in Cana Hall

— South end and teachers parking lots repaved

— Readiness Assessment successfully conducted

— #We are Saint Mary’s Capital Campaign kicked off just before we were told to stay home

— Campus wide automatic door locking system installed

— New church video/live streaming cameras and equipment installed.

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LECTIO DIVINA: PRAYING THE SCRIPTURES

Lectio Divina (literally divine reading) is a way of becoming immersed in the Scriptures
very personally. Lectio Divina was first introduced by St. Gregory of Nyssa (c 330- 395),
and also encouraged by St. Benedict of Nursia (c 480-547), the founder of the Benedictine
order. It's a way of developing a closer relationship with God by reflecting prayerfully
on His words. In Lectio Divina, the chosen spiritual text is read four times in total,
giving an opportunity to think deeply about it and respond thoughtfully. When we
practice Lectio Divina, we can imagine we’re actually involved in the events of Scripture.

Join us each week as we delve into the origins of this spiritual practice and practice it .

10/1 - Session 1: Introduction and overview. We will examine prayer as a relationship
between us and the trinity. We will also examine the history of the Lectio Divina
practice. Then we will examine the distinction between Centering Prayer and Lectio.

10/8 - Session 2: This session will focus on the first two movements of the Lectio-
Divina prayer. We will practice these movements and their will be time for sharing
insights.

10/15 - Session 3: In this session we will review the first two movements of Lectio-

insights.

We will review all four movements of Lectio
and do some practicing and again sharing of insights. Lastly, we will explore what are
the next steps.
