One of the best, most vivid, memories of my childhood was my family’s participation in our parish.  We went to Mass every week, 
we children attended religious education, my parents gave what they could and encouraged us to give as well, we participated in 
parish events together, and all of us, at one time or another, taught in our religious education program.

As the collect prayer for today’s Mass indicates, we should always be determined to carry out good works.  Whatever we do in life, 
good works carried out in the Name of God are our vocation.
