Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

During this month of respect for human life, we are called on to give witness to our reverence for the greatest gift God has given us,
the gift of human life. The Catechism of the Catholic Church tells us: “The dignity of man rests above all on the fact that he is called
to communion with God. This invitation to converse with God is addressed to man as soon as he comes into being. For if man exists,
it is because God has created him through love, and through love continues to hold him in existence. He cannot live fully according
to truth unless he freely acknowledges that love and entrusts himself to his creator.” (CCC, 27; cf. Gaudium et Spes 19.1) Life is the
greatest good we have because it is God who created life, every life, from the tiniest embryo to the elderly person in the final stages
of life.

The basis for the mandate to respect life, of course, is the fifth commandment: You shall not kill (Ex 20:13). The Catechism is very
specific: “Scripture specifies the prohibition contained in the fifth commandment: ‘Do not slay the innocent and the righteous.” The
deliberate murder of an innocent person is gravely contrary to the dignity of the human being, to the golden rule, and to the holiness
of the Creator. The law forbidding it is universally valid: it obliges each and everyone, always and everywhere.” (CCC 2261) And
that would seem simple enough, don’t you think? God said not to kill another human being, and so refraining from doing so
reverences his gift of life and obeys his commandment.

But life isn’t that simple. Life is a deeply complex issue involving a right to life, a quality of life, a reverence for life, and sanctity of
life. Jesus himself stirs up the waters of complexity with his own take on the commandment. In Matthew’s Gospel, he tells us: “You
have heard that it was said to the men of old, ‘You shall not kill: and whoever kills shall be liable to judgment.” But I say to you that
everyone who is angry with his brother shall be liable to judgment.” (Mt 5:21-22)

Our Savior’s instruction on life calls us to make an examination of conscience. We may proclaim ourselves as exemplary witnesses
to the sanctity of life because we have never murdered anyone nor participated in an abortion. And those are good starts. But if we let
it stop there, then the words of Jesus that I just quoted are our condemnation. The church teaches that true respect for life revolves
around faithfulness to the spirit of the fifth commandment. The Catechism tells us, “Every human life, from the moment of
conception until death, is sacred because the human person has been willed for its own sake in the image and likeness of the living
and holy God.” (CCC 2319)

The issues that present themselves under the heading of respecting life are many. We are called to put aside racism and stereotyping,
to reach out to the homeless, to advocate for health care for all people, to put an end — once and for all! — to abortion, capital
punishment, war, terrorism and genocide, to recognize that euthanasia is not the same thing as mercy, to promote the strength of
family life and the education of all young people, to provide food for those who hunger. We Catholics must accept the totality of the
Church’s teaching of respecting life, or we can never hope for a world that is beautiful or grace-filled.

We pro-life Catholics are called to go above and beyond what seems comfortable in order to defend life. And so we must all ask
ourselves, are there lives that we have not treated as sacred? Have we harbored anger in our hearts against our brothers and sisters?
What have we done to fight poverty, hunger and homelessness? Have we insisted that those who govern us treat war as morally
repugnant, only to be used in the most severe cases and as a last resort? Have we engaged in stereotypes or harbored thoughts based
on racism and prejudice? Have we insisted that legislators ban the production of human fetuses to be used as biological material?
Have we been horrified that a nation with our resources still regularly executes its citizens as a way of fighting crime? Have we done
everything in our power to be certain that no young woman should ever have to think of abortion as her only choice when she is
facing hard times? Have we given adequate care to elder members of our family and our society so that they would not face their
final days in loneliness, nor come to an early death for the sake of convenience? Have we avoided scandal so as to prevent others
from being led to evil?

Every one of these issues is a life issue, brothers and sisters, and we who would be known to be respecters of life are on for every
single one of them, bar none. The Church’s teaching on the right to life is not something that we can approach like we’re in a
cafeteria. We must accept and reverence and live the whole of the teaching, or be held liable for every breach of it. If we are not part
of the solution, we are part of the problem. During this month of prayer for the sanctity of life, our prayer must perhaps be first for
ourselves that we might live the Church’s teaching with absolute integrity in every moment of our lives.

Our God has known us and formed us from our mother’s womb, from that very first moment of conception. We must be people
who lead the world to embrace this reality, in the presence of the One who has made all things new.

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo:

Durante este mes de respeto por la vida humana, estamos llamados a dar testimonio de nuestra reverencia por el mayor regalo que
Dios nos ha dado, el regalo de la vida humana. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica nos dice: “La razén mas alta de la dignidad
humana consiste en la vocacién del hombre a la comunién con Dios. El hombre es invitado al didlogo con Dios desde su nacimiento;
pues no existe sino porque, creado por Dios por amor, es conservado siempre por amor; y no vive plenamente seguin la verdad si no
reconoce libremente aquel amor y se entrega a su Creador". (CIC, 27; cf. Gaudium et Spes 19.1) La vida es la mayor riqueza que
tenemos porque es Dios quien cre6 la vida, cada vida, desde el embrion mas diminuto hasta el anciano en las etapas finales de la
vida.

El mandato de respetar la vida, por supuesto, tiene sus bases en el quinto mandamiento: No mataras (Ex 20:13). El Catecismo es muy
especifico: “La Escritura precisa la prohibicion contenida en el quinto mandamiento: "No mates al inocente ni al justo'. El asesinato
deliberado de un inocente es gravemente contrario a la dignidad del ser humano, a la regla de oro. , y a la santidad del Creador. La
ley que lo prohibe es universalmente valida: obliga a todos y cada uno, siempre y en todas partes”. (CCC 2261) Y eso pareceria
bastante simple, ;no creen? Si Dios nos ordena no matar a otro ser humano, al abstenerse de hacerlo estamos honrando el don de la
vida y obedecemos su mandamiento.

Pero la vida no es tan simple. La vida es un tema profundamente complejo que involucra el derecho a la vida, la calidad de vida, la
reverencia por la vida y la santidad de la vida. Jesis mismo agita las aguas de la complejidad con su propia version del mandamiento.
En el Evangelio de Mateo, nos dice: “Ustedes han oido lo que se dijo a sus antepasados: 'No mataras; y el que matare, sera
condenado a juicio'. Pero yo les digo que todo el que se enoje con su hermano sera condenado a juicio”. (Mt 5: 21-22)

La instruccion de nuestro Salvador sobre la vida nos llama a hacer un examen de conciencia. Podemos proclamarnos como testigos
ejemplares de la santidad de la vida porque nunca hemos asesinado a nadie ni hemos participado en un aborto. Y esos son buenos
comienzos. Pero si dejamos que se detenga alli, entonces las palabras de Jesus que acabo de citar son nuestra condenacion. La iglesia
ensefla que el verdadero respeto por la vida gira en torno a la fidelidad al espiritu del quinto mandamiento. El Catecismo nos dice:
“Toda vida humana, desde el momento de la concepcion hasta la muerte, es sagrada, pues la persona humana ha sido amada por si
misma a imagen y semejanza del Dios vivo y santo.”. (CCC 2319)

Son muchas las cuestiones que se presentan bajo el titulo del respeto a la vida. Estamos llamados a dejar de lado el racismo y los
estereotipos, acercarnos a las personas sin hogar, abogar por la atencién médica para todas las personas, poner fin, jde una vez por
todas! - al aborto, a la pena capital, a la guerra, al terrorismo y al genocidio, a reconocer que la eutanasia no es lo mismo que a la
misericordia, a promover la fortaleza de la vida familiar y la educacion de todos los jovenes, a proporcionar alimentos a los que
padecen hambre. Los catolicos debemos aceptar la totalidad de las enseflanzas de la Iglesia de respetar la vida, o nunca podremos
esperar un mundo hermoso o lleno de gracia.

Los catdlicos provida estamos llamados a ir mas alla de lo que parece comodo para defender la vida. Todos debemos preguntarnos,
(hay vidas que no hemos tratado como sagradas? ;Hemos albergado ira en nuestro corazon contra nuestros hermanos y hermanas?
(Qué hemos hecho para luchar contra la pobreza, el hambre y la falta de vivienda? ;Hemos insistido en que quienes nos gobiernan
tratan la guerra como moralmente repugnante, solo para ser utilizada en los casos mas severos y como ultimo recurso? ;Nos hemos
involucrado en estereotipos o albergado pensamientos basados en el racismo y los prejuicios? ;jHemos insistido en que los
legisladores prohiban la produccion de fetos humanos para su uso como material biolégico? ;Nos ha horrorizado que una nacioén con
nuestros recursos todavia ejecute regularmente a sus ciudadanos como una forma de combatir el crimen? ;Hemos hecho todo lo que
esta a nuestro alcance para estar seguros de que ninguna mujer joven deberia tener que pensar en el aborto como su nica opcion
cuando se enfrenta a tiempos dificiles? ;Hemos brindado el cuidado adecuado a los miembros mayores de nuestra familia y nuestra
sociedad para que no enfrenten sus Gltimos dias en la soledad, ni mueran prematuramente por conveniencia? ;Hemos evitado el
escandalo para evitar que otros sean conducidos al mal?

Cada uno de estos problemas es un problema de vida, hermanos y hermanas, y nosotros, que seremos conocidos por respetar la vida,
debemos estar listos para afrontar cada uno de ellos, sin excepcion. La ensefianza de la Iglesia sobre el derecho a la vida no es algo
que podamos abordar como si estuviéramos en una cafeteria. Debemos aceptar, reverenciar y vivir la totalidad de la ensefianza, o
seremos responsables por cada incumplimiento de ella. Si no somos parte de la solucion, somos parte del problema. Durante este mes
de oracion por la santidad de la vida, quizés nuestra primera oracion debe ser para nosotros mismos para que podamos vivir las
enseflanzas de la Iglesia con absoluta integridad en cada momento de nuestra vida.

Nuestro Dios nos ha conocido y formado desde el vientre de nuestra madre, desde el primer momento de la concepcion. Debemos ser
personas que lideren el mundo para aceptar esta realidad, en presencia de Aquel que ha hecho nuevas todas las cosas.

Nie moze w peli zy¢ zgodnie z prawdg jesli dobrowolnie nie przyzna si¢ do tej mitosci i nie powierzy si¢ swojemu
Stworcy 7. (KKK, 27; por. Gaudium et spes 19, 1) Zycie jest najwigkszym dobrem jakie mamy poniewaz to Bog stworzyt zycie,
kazde zycie od najmniejszego embrionu do osoby starszej na koncowym etapie zycia.

Podstawg nakazu poszanowania Zycia jest oczywiscie piate przykazanie: Nie zabijaj (Wj 20:13). Katechizm jest bardzo specyficzny:
»Pismo Swigte precyzuje zakaz zawarty w pigtym przykazaniu:, Nie zabijajcie niewinnych i sprawiedliwych ”. RozmySlne
zab0jstwo niewinnej osoby jest powaznie sprzeczne z godnoscig istoty ludzkiej, ze zlota zasadg SwigtoSci Stworcy Prawo
zabraniajgce tego jest powszechnie obowigzujace: zobowiagzuje kazdego zawsze i wszedzie ”. (KKK 2261) I wydaje si¢ to dos¢
proste, nie sadzisz? Bog powiedziat zeby nie zabija¢ drugiego czlowieka, a zatem poprzez zachowanie tego Przykazania szanuj¢ dar
zycia.

Ale zycie nie jest takie proste. Zycie jest gleboko ztozong kwestig, obejmujacg prawo do zycia, jako$¢ zycia, szacunek dla zyc1a i
Swigto$¢ zycia. Sam Jezus wzbudza wody ztozonosci swoim wlasnym podejSciem do przykazania. W Ewangelu Mateusza mowi
nam: ,,Styszeliscie, ze powiedziano dawnym ludziom:, Nie zabijaj, a kto zabije, bedzie podlegal sadowi. " Ale mowi¢ wam, ze kazdy
kto si¢ gniewa na jego brat bedzie podlegat sadowi ™. (Mt 5:21-22)

Instrukcja naszego Zbawiciela dotyczaca zycia wzywa nas do przeprowadzenia rachunku sumienia. Mozemy ogtosi¢ si¢ wzorowymi
$wiadkami $§wigtosci zycia, poniewaz nigdy nikogo nie zamordowali$my ani nie uczestniczyliSmy w aborcji. A to tylko dobry
poczatek. Bo jesli na tym si¢ zatrzymamy to stlowa Jezusa, ktore wlasnie zacytowalem sa naszym potgpieniem. Kosciot naucza, ze
prawdziwy szacunek dla zycia obraca si¢ wokot wiernosci duchowi piatego przykazania. Katechizm moéwi nam: ,Kazde zycie
ludzkie, od chwili poczgcia az do $mierci, jest $wigte, poniewaz osoba ludzka zostala stworzona dla niej samej na obraz i
podobienstwo zywego i §wictego Boga”. (KKK 2319)

Kwestii, ktore pojawiaja si¢ pod hastem poszanowania zycia, jest wiele. JesteSmy wezwani, aby odlozy¢ na bok rasizm i stereotypy,
dotrze¢ do bezdomnych, opowiedzie¢ si¢ za opieka zdrowotna dla wszystkich ludzi, potozy¢ kres - raz na zawsze! - do aborcji, kary
$mierci, wojny, terroryzmu i ludobojstwa, do uznania, Zze eutanazja to nie to samo co mitosierdzie, do promowania sity zycia
rodzinnego i edukacji wszystkich mlodych ludzi, do zapewnienia pozywienia glodujacym. My, katolicy, musimy zaakceptowac
cato$¢ nauczania Kosciota o poszanowaniu zycia, inaczej nie mozemy nigdy mie¢ nadziei na $wiat, ktory bedzie pickny lub peten
faski.

My, katolicy w obronie zycia jesteSmy wezwani do wykraczania poza to, co wydaje si¢ wygodne, w celu obrony zycia. Dlatego
wszyscy musimy zada¢ sobie pytanie, czy istniejg zycia, ktorych nie traktowahsmy jako $wigte? Czy aby w naszych sercach nie
zywimy gniewu wobec naszych braci i siostr? Co zrobiliSmy, aby walczy¢ z bieda, glodem i bezdomnoscig? Czy nalegalismy aby ci,
ktorzy nami rzadza, traktowali wojng jako moralnie odrazajgca, uzywajac jej tylko w najcigzszych przypadkach i jako ostatecznosc?
Czy angazowaliSmy si¢ w stereotypy lub mysli oparte na rasizmie i uprzedzeniach? Czy nalegaliSmy aby ustawodawcy zakazali
produkcji ptodow ludzkich jako materialu biologicznego? Czy jeteSmy oburzeni, ze nasz kraj nadal regularnie wykonuje egzekucje
na swoich obywatelach w ramach walki z przestgpczoscia? Czy zrobiliSmy wszystko co W naszej mocy aby mie¢ pewnos$¢, ze zadna
mioda kobieta nigdy nie bedzie musiala mysle¢ o aborcji jako o jej jedynym wyborze, gdy przechodzi cigzkie chwile? Czy
odpowiednio opiekowalis$my si¢ starszymi cztonkami naszej rodziny i naszego spoteczenstwa, aby nie przezywali swoich ostatnich
dni w samotnosci, ani nie grozili przedwczesna $miercig dla wygody? Czy unikneliSmy zgorszenia, zeby inni nie byli prowadzeni do
zta?

Kazdy z tych problemow jest kwestig zycia, bracia i siostry, a my, ktorzy bylibySmy znani z szacunku dla Zycia, jesteSmy
zaangazowani w kazdym z nich I to bez wyjatku. Nauka Kosciota o prawie do Zycia nie jest czyms, do czego mozemy podejs¢ tak,
jakby$my byli w kawiarni. Musimy przyjaé, szanowac i zy¢ zgodnie z cala nauka lub ponosi¢ odpowiedzialnos¢ za kazde jej
naruszenie. Jesli nie jesteSmy cze$cig rozwigzania, jesteSmy czesScia problemu. Podczas tego miesigca modlitwy o §wigto$¢ zycia,
nasza modlitwa moze by¢ pierwsza za nas samych, abySmy mogli zy¢ zgodnie z naukg Kosciota z absolutng integralnoscia w
kazdym momencie naszego zycia.

Nasz Bog poznat nas i uksztattowat z tona naszej matki, od pierwszej chwili poczecia. Musimy by¢ ludzmi, ktérzy prowadza §wiat
do przyjecia tej rzeczywistosci w obecnosci Tego, ktory uczynit wszystko nowym.

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LECTIO DIVINA: PRAYING THE SCRIPTURES

Lectio Divina (literally divine reading) is a way of becoming immersed in the Scriptures
very personally. Lectio Divina was first introduced by St. Gregory of Nyssa (c 330- 395),
and also encouraged by St. Benedict of Nursia (c 480-547), the founder of the Benedictine
order. It's a way of developing a closer relationship with God by reflecting prayerfully
on His words. In Lectio Divina, the chosen spiritual text is read four times in totai,
giving an opportunity to think deeply about it and respond thoughtfully. When we
practice Lectio Divina, we can imagine we're actually involved in the events of Scripture.

Join us each week as we delve into the origins of this spiritual practice and practice it .

10/1 - Session 1: Introduction and overview. We will examine prayer as a relationship
between us and the trinity. We will also examine the history of the Lectio Divina
practice. Then we will examine the distinction between Centering Prayer and Lectio.

10/8 - Session 2: This session will focus on the first two movements of the Lectio-
Divina prayer. We will practice these movements and their will be time for sharing
insights.

10/15 - Session 3: In this session we will review the first two movements of Lectio-
Divina but our main focus will be on the third and fourth movements of the prayer. As
before in session 2, we will practice these movements and there will be time for sharing
insights.

10/22 - Session 4: Putting it all together. We will review all four movements of Lectio

and do some practicing and again sharing of insights. Lastly, we will explore what are
the next steps.
