Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

It sure seems like that quote above from Saint Paul’s letter to the Thessalonian Church could easily have been written today. In this
year particularly, it’s so important for people of faith to be on the watch. We have to take a stand for life, a stand for compassion, a
stand for justice, a stand for freedom, particularly religious freedom, and a stand for safety in the face of so many dangers.

It’s been a daunting year for so many of us. For business owners, especially those that deal directly with the public, for teachers who
have had to change the way they teach, for those in health care who have so much more to be concerned about these days, for those
in government who are striving for the well-being of all, for those of us in the Church who want to provide worship while keeping
everyone safe. It’s safe to say that no one asked for 2020, no one is doing it perfectly, we are all depending on everyone to do the
best they can.

Here at Saint Mary’s, we have been somewhat overwhelmed by the number of people exposed to COVID-19 among our volunteers,
our parishioners, even students and teachers in our school. Especially in the last few weeks, our numbers have been going up, along
with everyone else in our region and state. It is our strong desire here at the parish to continue public worship, sacramental
confession, and in-person learning for our young people. And so we have had to make some decisions to close other things down a
bit more in an effort to make that happen.

Beginning this past Tuesday, the parish campus has been closed to visitors. Anyone needing to interact with an office or staff person
here needs to have an appointment, and will need to be admitted by our receptionist. We are continuing our rule of no visitors in
school or our religious education programs, and some of our religious education programs will be going virtual until after the first of
the year.

We are encouraging everyone to stay safe. We want everyone to make good decisions over the holidays about who they visit, and
especially if they travel. Your decision to not take part in a large group holiday gathering can help us not spread the disease here at
Saint Mary’s. We are even sponsoring a contest in school and faith formation to see who can come up with some very creative ways
to observe the holidays safely.

Please help us by making good choices. And if you are sick with anything, please stay home. If you have been exposed to COVID-
19, please stay home. If you come to Mass and find out within 14 days that you are COVID-19 positive, please let us know so that
we can encourage others to self-monitor. Please help us help everyone to stay safe in these days. We can beat this disease, but only
if we work together. I am counting on Saint Mary’s people to do just that.

"We are going to make it work...."

“Ally” and her husband “Ron” were very surprised by this
pregnancy and completely disagreed about a plan for moving
forward. However, after her latest ultrasound, Ally definitively
said “We are going to make it work, because | am not going to
have an abortion!”

With a family of four and a pending move to a new home, this
pregnancy was putting a strain on Ally and Ron. Their marriage
was suffering, and Ron was reluctant to accept Ally’s wish to
parent. Ally shared with her Waterleaf advocate that she felt she
would either lose her husband or her baby and did not know how
she could live with either decision.

Outside of these grave concerns, there were some lighter
moments during Ally’s appointments.  During one of her
ultrasounds she laughed when she saw the baby stretch out. She exclaimed how much the baby had grown since her
last visit and she could feel the baby balled up on her left side just as it appeared in the ultrasound.

“I’m hopeful that it will all work out,” Ally stated. She and Ron report many ups and downs since her first visit to
Waterleaf, including two separate abortion appointments which were subsequently cancelled. Ally feels that Ron is
coming around and she is determined to make it work. Ally is aware that Waterleaf’s Resource Specialists are ready to
help with her needs including counseling for all the stressors she is experiencing as well as baby preparation. Ally
relayed that she is so grateful for our continued support and prayers.
