Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Happy new year! Today is, of course, the beginning of the new liturgical year. Our liturgical year runs from the first Sunday of
Advent through the week of Christ the King of the Universe. So here we are on the precipice of a new year, expectant with whatever
awaits us in the year ahead. Hopeful, I think, especially this year, for new grace and blessing.

When we’re about to embark on something new, it always pays to look back on the old. What has the past year been like for us,
spiritually speaking? Has this year found us growing in our relationship with the Lord? Have we been enriched by taking
opportunities to live the Gospel: reaching out to the poor, being God’s presence in our community, witnessing to the Truth in every
situation we can? Have we been profitable in our repentance from sin, and have we found reconciliation with God a joyful
experience of his mercy and love?

If these experiences haven’t marked our year, it would be well to note where we have fallen short: What have we done that we wish
we didn’t do? What have we failed to do? Where have our thoughts and words been uncharitable and our deeds unpraiseworthy?
Worse yet, have we been so convinced of our goodness that we resist the whole idea of repentance and downplay our need to
change? This year has been a horrifying one: a pandemic, a rancorous political atmosphere, racial injustice, lack of respect for life,
and so much more. These have undoubtedly affected us, but have they caused us to grow or fail in our spiritual lives?

I think for most of us, the answers are a little of each. There were probably some highlights in the year for us spiritually, and there
has probably also been a little darkness. This Advent “new year” gives us the opportunity to celebrate the good and repent of the
bad, opening ourselves to the possibility of change and progress in the spiritual life.

So how do we do that? Here are some suggestions. Let’s call them strong suggestions:

1. Go to confession. There is nothing like the Sacrament of Penance to jump-start a year of spiritual growth. Taking an
honest stock of our lives, leaving the bad at the foot of the Cross, and opening ourselves up to God’s mercy will absolutely
always give us the grace to grow into holy people. Always. Does this mean you have to go even if you don’t know of any
mortal sins in the recent past? Well, it certainly couldn’t hurt. Whenever we absent ourselves from the Sacrament of
Penance we forsake the experience of God’s mercy and forgiveness, which is poured out on us most perfectly in this
beautiful sacrament. If you haven’t been to confession in years, this is your opportunity to start fresh. Know that you won’t
be judged, know that we priests are humbled and overjoyed when you return, know that we just want you to know God’s
love.

2. Try one new spiritual practice this Advent. Maybe that means going to daily Mass once or twice a week, or spending
five minutes at work praying from a little devotional book or online resource, coming to drive-up adoration, or even just
reading a few verses of Scripture before bed. One little change can yield a whole year of grace.

3. Make an effort to live differently. Dump a bad habit, start a new good habit, make a lifestyle change that lets God in
just a bit more. Some ideas include dropping a quarter in a jar whenever you use language that is less than edifying, or
making an effort to get to Mass on time if you’re habitually running late, or stepping away from the computer or TV for ten
minutes so that you have some time to pray, or ending a relationship that leads you into sin. There are many ways to repent,
and we all have some need to do that, maybe big, maybe small, but always important. Every little change lets God embrace
us in new ways.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus calls us to be watchful and ready for the Day of his return. Advent is a good time for us to turn our hearts
and minds to readiness if we have been lax over the past year. How we live and pray and work all has a bearing on whether or not
we’re open to his grace. May this Advent find us all actively waiting for the Lord’s return and the fulfillment of his promises. May
that active waiting open a world of new growth in the spiritual life for every person in this parish!

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo:

iFeliz ano nuevo! Hoy es, por supuesto, el comienzo del nuevo ano litirgico. Nuestro afio litirgico va desde el primer domingo de
Adviento hasta la semana de Cristo Rey del Universo. Asi que aqui estamos en el precipicio de un afio nuevo, expectantes con lo que
nos espera en el proximo afio. Nuevas bendiciones y especialmente en este afio; esperanza.

Cuando estamos a punto de embarcarnos en algo nuevo, siempre vale la pena recordar lo antiguo. ;Coémo ha sido el afio pasado para
nosotros, espiritualmente hablando? ;Este afio nos ha encontrado creciendo en nuestra relacion con el Sefior? ;Nos hemos
enriquecido aprovechando las oportunidades para vivir el Evangelio: acercandonos a los pobres, siendo la presencia de Dios en
nuestra comunidad, dando testimonio de la Verdad en todas las situaciones que podemos? ;Hemos sido provechosos en nuestro
arrepentimiento del pecado, y hemos encontrado la reconciliaciéon con Dios como una experiencia gozosa de su misericordia y amor?

Si estas experiencias no han marcado nuestro afo, seria bueno sefialar donde nos hemos quedado cortos: ;Qué hemos hecho que
deseariamos no haber hecho? ;Qué hemos dejado de hacer? ;Donde han sido nuestros pensamientos y palabras poco caritativos y
nuestras acciones indignas de alabanza? Peor atn, ;hemos estado tan convencidos de nuestra bondad que nos resistimos a la idea del
arrepentimiento y minimizamos nuestra necesidad de cambiar? Este afio ha sido espantoso: una pandemia, una atmoésfera politica
rencorosa, injusticia racial, falta de respeto por la vida y mucho mas. Esto sin duda nos ha afectado, pero ;han hecho que crezcamos
o fracasemos en nuestra vida espiritual?

Creo que para la mayoria de nosotros, las respuestas son, un poco de cada cosa. Probablemente hubo algunos momentos destacados
en el afio para nosotros espiritualmente, y probablemente también hubo un poco de oscuridad. Este “afio nuevo” de Adviento nos da
la oportunidad de celebrar lo bueno y arrepentirnos de lo malo, abriéndonos a la posibilidad de cambio y progreso en la vida
espiritual.

(Entonces como hacemos eso? Aqui hay algunas sugerencias. Llamémoslas sugerencias solidas:

1. Vaya a la confesion. No hay nada como el Sacramento de la Penitencia para iniciar un afio de crecimiento espiritual.
Hacer un balance honesto de nuestras vidas, dejar lo malo al pie de la Cruz y abrirnos a la misericordia de Dios, nos dara
absolutamente siempre la gracia de crecer como personas santas. Siempre. ;Significa esto que tiene que ir aunque no haya
cometido ningiin pecado mortal recientemente? Bueno, ciertamente no le afectaria. Siempre que nos ausentamos del
sacramento de la penitencia, abandonamos la experiencia de la misericordia y el perdon de Dios, que se derrama sobre
nosotros de la manera mas perfecta en este hermoso sacramento. Si no se ha confesado en afos, esta es su oportunidad de
empezar de nuevo. Sepa que no sera juzgado, sepa que los sacerdotes nos sentimos humildes y llenos de alegria cuando
regresan a la confesion, sepa que solo queremos que conozca el amor de Dios.

2. Trate una nueva practica espiritual este Adviento. Tal vez eso signifique ir a Misa todos los dias, una o dos veces por
semana, o pasar cinco minutos en el trabajo orando con un pequefio libro devocional o un recurso en linea, venir a la
Adoracién desde su auto o incluso simplemente leer algunos versiculos de las Escrituras antes de acostarse. Un pequefio
cambio puede producir todo un afio de gracia.

3. Esfuércese por vivir de manera diferente. Deje un mal habito, comience un nuevo buen héabito, haga un cambio de
estilo de vida que le permita a Dios entrar un poco mas. Algunas ideas incluyen dejar caer una moneda de veinticinco
centavos en un frasco cada vez que usa un lenguaje que es menos que edificante, o hacer un esfuerzo por llegar a misa a
tiempo si habitualmente llega tarde, o alejarse de la computadora o la television durante diez minutos para que tenga algo de
tiempo para orar o terminar una relacion que te lleva al pecado. Hay muchas formas de arrepentirse, y todos tenemos alguna
necesidad de hacerlo, tal vez grande, tal vez pequeiia, pero siempre importante. Cada pequefio cambio permite que Dios nos
abrace de nuevas formas.

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jestis nos llama a estar alerta y listos para el Dia de su regreso. El Adviento es un buen momento para que
volvamos nuestro corazon y nuestra mente a la preparacion si hemos sido flojos durante el afio pasado. La forma en que vivimos,
oramos y trabajamos influye en si estamos abiertos o no a su gracia. Que este Adviento nos encuentre a todos esperando activamente
el regreso del Sefior y el cumplimiento de sus promesas. jQue esa espera activa abra un mundo de nuevo crecimiento en la vida
espiritual para cada persona en esta parroquia!

Kiedy zaczynamy co$ nowego, zawsze oplaca si¢ spojrzeé wstecz na to co mingto. Jaki byt dla nas miniony rok pod wzgledem
duchowym? Czy wzrastaliSmy w naszej relacji z Panem? Czy zostali$my wzbogaceni, gdy korzystaliSmy z okazji by zy¢é Ewangelia:
czy docierali$my do ubogich, widzieli§my obecno$¢ Boga w naszej wspolnocie, czy dawaliSmy §wiadectwo Prawdzie w kazdej
mozliwej sytuacji? Czy umieliSmy wykorzysta¢ czas pokuty a mozliwos¢ pojednania z Bogiem byla dla nas radosnym
doswiadczeniem Jego milosierdzia i mitosci?

Jesli te doswiadczenia nie zaznaczyly naszego roku, dobrze bytoby zastanowi¢ si¢ gdzie zawiedliSmy: co zrobilismy, a czego nie?

Co gorsza, czy bylismy tak
przekonani o naszej dobroci, ze opieraliSmy si¢ idei pokuty i bagatelizowaliSmy potrzebg zmiany? Ten rok byl przerazajacy:
pandemia, niemila atmosfera polityczna, niesprawiedliwos$¢ rasowa, brak szacunku dla zycia i wiele wiecej. Niewatpliwie wptynety
one na nas, ale czy spowodowaty, ze wzrastaliSmy lub upadali$my w naszym zyciu duchowym?

Mysle, ze dla wiekszosci z nas bylo wszystkiego po trochu. Prawdopodobnie w tym roku mieli§my kilka waznych duchowo
wydarzen i prawdopodobnie bylo tez troche ciemnosci. Ten ,,nowy rok” Adwentu daje nam mozliwo$¢ celebrowania dobra i pokuty
za z1o, otwierajac si¢ na mozliwo$¢ zmiany i postepu w zyciu duchowym.

Jak wigc to robimy? Oto pewne sugestie. Nazwijmy je mocnymi sugestiami:

1. Idz do spowiedzi. Nie ma nic lepszego od Sakramentu Pokuty, aby rozpoczaé¢ rok duchowego wzrostu. Uczciwe
podsumowanie naszego zycia, pozostawienie zta u stop Krzyza i otwarcie si¢ na Boze milosierdzie absolutnie zawsze da
nam faske wzrastania w $wigtosci. Zawsze. Czy to oznacza, ze musisz pdj$¢ do spowiedzi nawet jesli nie miates$/a$ zadnych
grzechow $miertelnych w niedawnej przesziosci? Co6z, z pewnoscig nie zaszkodzi. Ilekro¢ nie bierzemy udziatlu w
Sakramencie Pokuty, porzucamy doswiadczenie mitosierdzia i przebaczenia Boga, ktore w tym pigknym sakramencie
rozlewa si¢ na nas najdoskonalej. Jesli nie spowiadates si¢ od lat, masz okazje zacza¢ od nowa. Wiedzcie, Ze nie zostaniecie
osadzeni, wiedzcie, ze my, kaptani, jestesmy pokorni i szczesliwi, kiedy wracacie, wiedzcie, ze chcemy, abyScie po prostu
poznali mito$¢ Boga.

WIQCG_] Niektore pomysty obejmuja wrzucenie pienigzka do stoika za kazdym razem, gdy uzywasz jezyka, ktory jest mniej
niz budujacy, lub wysitek, aby dojecha¢ na msz¢ na czas, jesli zwykle si¢ spozniasz, lub odejsScie od komputera lub
telewizora na dziesi¢¢ minut, aby§ mial/a troch¢ czasu na modlitwe lub zakonczenie zwigzku, ktory prowadzi ci¢ do
grzechu. Jest wiele sposoboéw na pokute 1 wszyscy mamy taka potrzebe, by¢ moze duza, moze mala, ale zawsze wazna.

Please consider St Mary Immaculate in your Year End Charitable Giving

The Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic-Security (CARES) Act
created a temporary change to the tax treatment of charitable
donations for those taxpayers that use the standard deduction.

If you no longer itemize charitable deductions, the CARES Act will
allow individual taxpayers to deduct donations to charity of up to
$300 on their 2020 federal income tax return, even though they
take the standard deduction. Married-filing-jointly taxpayers will
get an above the line deduction up to $600.

Those individuals over 59 % vyears of age can take a cash
distribution from their IRA, contribute the cash to charity, and may
completely offset tax attributable to the distribution by taking a
charitable deduction in an amount up to 100 percent of their
adjustable gross income for the tax year.

Individuals 70 % and over can donate up to $100,000 in IRA assets directly to a charity annually, without taking the
distribution into taxable income. This is an IRA Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD).
