Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
I don’t know about you, but I can’t be thankful enough that this election is over.  Elections in our day are almost never the lofty, 
altruistic, concern-for-the-common-good events we would like them to be, but this rancorous election was more disgusting than any I 
can remember.  Even worse than the last one, God help us.  I don’t imagine they’ll get better, either, now that the concern for 
decency has been cast aside. 
 
But I write this column on Monday, the day before the election.  So I don’t know yet how I will feel when I read this column on 
Sunday.  By now, maybe we have our results and maybe not – that’s still a tossup as I write.  And, depending on who we’ve voted 
for, we will either feel elated or depressed, or perhaps we don’t know how to feel yet!   
 
So here’s the thing about elections: we have to work with who we’ve elected.  But this absolutely does not mean that the faithful 
Catholic can just throw up her or his hands and say, “Well, I didn’t vote for him/her, so don’t blame me!”  No, the faithful Catholic 
has to take the results and work with them, because the success of our country affects the common good, and this nation is our 
earthly home.   
 
We must continue to strive for a nation that is just, fair, and open to all people.  We must tirelessly work to change the culture of 
death into the culture of life.  We have to work to change the status quo into the heavenly city, counting on the providence of God 
who is always in control, and interceding for conversion of hearts in so many ways. 
 
We faithful Catholics have to be ready to stand up for what we believe in.  We have to give witness to our faith, even at great 
personal cost, because the alternative is not a happy life, but instead unending death.  We have to trust that God will give us the 
words to speak, and the courage to act, and to trust in the movement of the Holy Spirit in our lives and in our community. 
 
Don’t let those elected stop hearing from us.  Find ways to contact them and do it regularly.  Make sure they know the issues that are 
at stake and the consequences of making the wrong decision.  Speak always with love (and remember that love sometimes means we 
have to correct and admonish, lovingly) and concern for the salvation of others, even our elected officials.  Remember, we will be 
judged as a nation one day, and we need everyone to come together on the right side of the judgment day. 
 
The election is over; now let us pray.
