Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
This Christmas is going to be different for all of us.  Hopefully we are all going to celebrate safely so that everyone remains well, but 
that certainly isn’t going to be the way we would choose to celebrate.  Christmas Masses are now open for sign-ups on our website, 
and we do anticipate that they will “sell out” quickly.  Unfortunately, we will not be able to increase our capacity, or add additional 
Masses at this time.  We are doing what we can to accommodate as many people as possible. 
We will still be live-streaming Masses for the foreseeable future, and several of our Christmas Masses will be livestreamed as well.  
In addition, you will be able to listen to all of the Masses celebrated in the main church via our FM radio transmission in our parking 
lot.  For those unable to come inside for Mass because of health concerns, we are planning a parking lot Mass with distribution of 
Holy Communion, weather permitting, at 7:30 on Christmas morning.   
For those who were unable to get tickets for Mass, it will be possible to listen to the FM transmission in our parking lot, and then 
receive Holy Communion after Mass.  We suggest that you park in the main parking lot to watch the Mass via livestream, or listen 
on our FM station, then exit the lot after Mass at the Frederick Street exit and turn left, then receive Communion in the bus lane of 
the school.  This will be available from 4pm-6:30pm on Christmas Eve and from 10am-12:30pm on Christmas Day.  I know it’s not 
a perfect solution, but please bear with us as we try to make something available for as many as possible. 
I do want to give a shout-out to our volunteers.  This business of checking people in and keeping people safe isn’t easy, and we have 
been blessed by our volunteers giving sometimes hours of their time on weekends for the various Masses, baptisms, weddings, 
funerals, and confession times here at Saint Mary’s.  They have helped us to keep people safe and still gather together for Mass 
during this difficult time.  They will be doing extra duty during the Christmas weekend, and that is asking a lot of all of them.  I 
would ask that you take a moment to thank them the next time you see them.  And please, even though the logistics are frustrating, 
please don’t give them a hard time.  Their generosity needs to be encouraged. 
I also want to thank those who have helped us financially during this time.  I know times are hard for everyone, and so your 
generosity is so very appreciated.  At this time, we are down considerably in our collection, and if you can help us, it means a lot.  I 
also want to say a word about our We Are Saint Mary’s Capital Campaign.  We haven’t forgotten about it, the needs have not gone 
away.  But in recognition of all that people are going through right now, we have not pressed hard on our fund-raising efforts.  To 
those of you who have contributed anyway, thank you, and know that those funds will be used for their intended purpose.  If you had 
hoped to be part of this but simply cannot right now, please know that we understand that, and we know that you will keep us in 
mind for the future. 
Again, thank you for all that you do for Saint Mary’s.

Sugerujemy zaparkowanie na głównym parkingu, aby obejrzeć mszę za pośrednictwem transmisji na żywo 
lub posłuchać naszej stacji FM, a następnie po Mszy św. przyjąć komunię świętą (z boku kościoła)na Frederick Street na parkingu 
autobusów szkolnych). Komunię Św. będziemy udzielać od 16:00 do 18:30 w Wigilię oraz od 10:00 do 12:30 w Boże Narodzenie. 
Wiem, że to nie jest idealne rozwiązanie, ale proszę o wyrozumiałość, ponieważ staramy się obsłużyć jak największą liczbę osób. 
Chciałabym wyrazić ogromne podziękowanie naszym wspaniałym wolontariuszom. Ta praca polega na zapewnianiu bezpieczeństwa 
parafianom uczestniczącym we mszy św. co często nie jest łatwe.  Poświęcają oni swój czas w weekendy na różne msze, chrzciny, 
wesela, pogrzeby i spowiedzi tutaj, w Saint Mary's. Pomagają zapewnić ludziom bezpieczeństwo abyśmy mogli nadal gromadzić się 
razem na Mszy w tym trudnym czasie. Będą oni również pełnić dodatkowe obowiązki podczas świątecznego weekendu, a to 
wymaga od nich wszystkich ogromnego wysiłku I ofiarności . Następnym razem gdy ich zobaczysz, proszę, abyś podziękował/a im 
za ich slużbę. I proszę, nawet jeśli są utrudnienia, nie róbcie im kłopotu. Należy zachęcać ich to jakże pięknego czynu pomocy nam 
wszystkim.

THE 99 EXPERIENCE—A REFLECTION 
 

In her poem “The Dash” Linda Ellis uses the metaphor of a tombstone to shine the light on 
both our collective human existence and our distinctively individual stories.  Ellis points out 
that while every tombstone is distinct—different names, dates of birth and death, and 
inscriptions—each one has one feature that is the same—the simple dash.  That dash is a 
life’s worth of stories, of heartbreaks and joys, victories and struggles, accomplishments and 
failures, and moments of grace.  Every person’s story is unique, and everyone’s journey is 
guided by God’s plan.  And your story is an extremely important part of that plan.  Sometimes 
we may not feel that way.  Even if we attend Mass on Sundays.  We might see ourselves 
only as an extra, in the middle of the crowd.  We go through the motions on 
Sunday, then head into the week not feeling much different.  If that’s you it’s 
OK.
