The fourth commandment opens the second table of the Decalogue. It shows us the order of charity. God has willed that, after him,
we should honor our parents to whom we owe life and who have handed on to us the knowledge of God. We are obliged to honor and
respect all those whom God, for our good, has vested with his authority.

This commandment is expressed in positive terms of duties to be fulfilled. It introduces the subsequent commandments which are
concerned with particular respect for life, marriage, earthly goods, and speech. It constitutes one of the foundations of the social
doctrine of the Church.

Catechism of the Catholic Church, 2197-2198

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Just less than a week ago, we marveled at the serene scene of the Holy Family at the manger, giving birth to God’s plan for our
salvation. Today we see them presenting the Child Jesus in the temple. The priest Simeon blesses God that he was able to live to see
the glory of that day. Then he gives to Mary some mixed news: this Child will be the fall and rise of many, and she herself would be
pierced by the sword of sorrow. Even a family with unparalleled grace faces the reality of joy and sadness.

The message is that every family is graced (granted, not as much as this one!), every family is challenged, and every family is called
to holiness. The whole purpose of family life is to help each of the members to grow in holiness, to bear one another up through the
temptations and trials of daily life, and to lead one another to the great reward of heaven.

Parents have as their primary vocation, their number one responsibility, their great mission in this world, the raising of their children
in the ways of faith. That’s what they promise at their children’s baptisms. It’s not enough to raise children who are intelligent or
good athletes or even “good people.” The vocation is to raise disciples, people destined for the Kingdom of God, children who love
God, live the Gospel and work to build up the world according to God’s plan. That’s an incredible challenge!

Children are called upon to be obedient to their parents, as Jesus was to Mary and Joseph. They are called to respect their parents so
that they will learn to give respect to all legitimate authority, a virtue with which our society could arguably use some re-
acquaintance.

None of this is easy, and none of it is accomplished on our own. God longs to give us the grace to become holy people, holy
families. He does that through the Church and her Sacraments, through the preaching of the Word and the exercise of charity. He
does that through relationships of prayer and the intercession of the saints. How blessed are we that our God not only calls us to
holiness, but gives us the means to get there! All we have to do is follow.

Holy people, holy families: our vocation is to be co-re-creators with God, that our world might be a place where everyone can realize
their full potential as Children of God. Please know of my prayers for you and your families every day.
