Antiphon from Morning Prayer for Epiphany 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
With this feast of the Baptism of the Lord, the Christmas season comes to its completion.  Many have long 
since put away the mangers and tossed the trees unceremoniously to the curb to be recycled.  But for us 
Catholics, the Incarnation is so holy a mystery that it cannot be contained in just one day.  It merely begins at 
Christmas, and continues throughout the Epiphany, which began last Sunday and is completed today.   
 
The Epiphany – the manifestation of Christ – has traditionally consisted of three Scriptural events.  The first is 
the visit of the magi, which we heard in last week’s Gospel.  The second is today’s feast, the Baptism of our 
Lord.  And the final event is that of the Wedding Feast at Cana, in which Christ performs the first of his 
miracles, changing water into wine.  You might notice that two of these events (the Baptism of the Lord and 
the Wedding Feast at Cana) are also two of the Luminous Mysteries of the Holy Rosary. 
 
The Epiphany, and thus the Baptism of the Lord, is a feast of light.  Christ our Light comes to be born into this 
dark world and to “sanctify the world by his most merciful coming” (from the Christmas Proclamation).  His 
light brightens our way through this dark world.   
 
Christ’s light continues to shine through all of us, who, like him today, have been baptized.  His baptism 
sanctifies the water in which we are all baptized, and by sharing baptism with him, we become bearers of his 
light to the world, right here in our own time and place.  We are the ones now called to help Christ bathe the 
world in his glorious light, and it is our baptism that gives us grace to do that. 
 
It is important to realize that though we just “finished” the Christmas season with today’s feast, the Epiphany 
continues to go on all through the year, all through our lives. God continues to manifest himself in our lives, 
revealing his presence in good times and bad. We just need to always be seekers, always looking for the 
newborn king in every person and circumstance! 
 
And so, one last time for this season, Merry Christmas and Happy Epiphany to all.  May the light of Christ 
guide you in all your ways this year, and may you be a glorious light to others.

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo: 
 
Con esta fiesta del Bautismo del Señor, la temporada navideña llega a su fin. Muchos han guardado desde hace 
mucho tiempo los pesebres y arrojado los árboles sin ceremonias a la acera para ser reciclados. Pero para 
nosotros los católicos, la Encarnación es un misterio tan sagrado que no se puede contener en un solo día. 
Simplemente comienza en Navidad y continúa durante la Epifanía, que comenzó el domingo pasado y se 
completa hoy. 
 
La Epifanía, la manifestación de Cristo, ha consistido tradicionalmente en tres eventos bíblicos. La primera es 
la visita de los magos, que escuchamos en el Evangelio de la semana pasada. La segunda es la fiesta de hoy, el 
Bautismo de Nuestro Señor. Y el evento final es el de las Bodas de Caná, en las que Cristo realiza el primero 
de sus milagros, convirtiendo el agua en vino.

Cristo, nuestra Luz, viene para nacer en 
este mundo oscuro y para “santificar al mundo con su venida más misericordiosa” (de la Proclamación de 
Navidad). Su luz ilumina nuestro camino a través de este mundo oscuro. 
 
La luz de Cristo sigue brillando a través de todos nosotros, que, como él hoy, hemos sido bautizados. Su 
bautismo santifica el agua en la que todos somos bautizados, y al compartir el bautismo con él, nos 
convertimos en portadores de su luz para el mundo, aquí mismo, en nuestro propio tiempo y lugar. Somos los 
que ahora somos llamados a ayudar a Cristo a bañar al mundo en su luz gloriosa, y es nuestro bautismo el que 
nos da la gracia para hacerlo. 
 
Es importante darse cuenta de que aunque acabamos de "terminar" la temporada navideña con la fiesta de hoy, 
la Epifanía continúa durante todo el año, durante toda nuestra vida. Dios continúa manifestándose en nuestras 
vidas, revelando su presencia en las buenas y en las malas. ¡Solo tenemos que estar dispuestos a encontrarlo, 
siempre buscando al rey recién nacido en cada persona y circunstancia! 
 
Y así, una última vez para esta temporada, Feliz Navidad y Feliz Epifanía a todos. Que la luz de Cristo les guíe 
en todos sus caminos este año y que sean una luz gloriosa para los demás.

W święto Chrztu Pańskiego kończy się okres Bożego Narodzenia. Wielu już dawno pochowało szopki i 
bezceremonialnie wyrzuciło chinki na krawężnik do recyklingu.

Można zauważyć, że dwa z tych 
wydarzeń (Chrzest Pański i Wesele w Kanie Galilejskiej) to także dwie z Tajemnic Światła Różańca Świętego. 

Objawienie Pańskie, a więc chrzest Pański, jest świętem światła. Chrystus, nasza Światłość, przychodzi, aby 
narodzić się w tym ciemnym świecie i „uświęcić świat swoim najmiłosierniejszym przyjściem” (z orędzia 
Bożego Narodzenia). Jego światło rozjaśnia naszą drogę przez ten ciemny świat. 

Światło Chrystusa nadal jaśnieje przez nas wszystkich ponieważ podobnie jak On dzisiaj, zostaliśmy 
ochrzczeni. Jego chrzest uświęca wodę, w której wszyscy jesteśmy ochrzczeni, a dzieląc z Nim chrzest, 
stajemy się nosicielami Jego światła dla świata, właśnie tutaj, w naszym własnym czasie i miejscu. Jesteśmy 
teraz wezwani aby pomóc Chrystusowi skąpać świat w Jego chwalebnym świetle i to nasz chrzest daje nam w 
tym łaskę. 

Ważne jest aby zdać sobie sprawę, że chociaż właśnie „zakończyliśmy” okres Bożego Narodzenia dzisiejszym 
świętem, Objawienie Pańskie trwa przez cały rok, przez całe nasze życie. Bóg nadal objawia się w naszym 
życiu, objawiając swoją obecność w dobrych i złych czasach. Po prostu musimy zawsze być poszukiwaczami, 
zawsze szukać nowo narodzonego króla w każdej osobie i okolicznościach! 

I tak ostatni raz w tym sezonie Wesołych Świąt i Wesołego Objawienia Pańskiego dla wszystkich. Niech w 
tym roku światło Chrystusa prowadzi was na wszystkich waszych drogach abyście byli chwalebnym światłem 
dla innych.
