Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Over the Christmas break, it has been wonderful to see some of our seminarians home. Deacon John continues his
pastoral year at the rectory, and until last weekend, seminarians Kevin O’Leary, Greg Alberts, and Frank Pusateri were
living with us since Thanksgiving, as they continued studies online. Also, Christian Sinclair has been home and able to
serve several Masses for us. It was wonderful to see them. But now they’re all headed back to school and it’s just a little
sad, although of course I’'m happy that they are continuing the journey that will, God willing, lead them to the
priesthood.

Next month, Frank Pusateri, who is in his second year of theology, will begin his pastoral internship here at Saint
Mary’s. He will be with us full-time, getting his feet wet in every aspect of ministry here at the parish. He has been with
us since the fall two or three Sundays a month, helping with adult education. You may have seen him on one of the
Adult Faith Formation Zoom meetings. But internship is a very important aspect of formation for priesthood that not
only gives the interns practice in a priestly skill set, but allows them also to “try on” priesthood in a more intensive way.

All of these young men are a fine examples to us of letting the Lord guide their lives. That’s what we’re all supposed to
do. In our Gospel today, the early disciples wanted to know where Jesus was staying: it’s a quest that we would do well
to imitate. Knowing where Jesus is in our lives is the only way we can be sure we are on the right track, moving toward
heaven. In fact, it’s a useful spiritual practice, at the end of each day, to take a moment to reflect on the moments of the
day, and to take note of how Jesus was present in each moment.

That kind of spiritual practice is a good habit of discernment. Discernment leads us to knowing where God wants us, to
recognizing our vocation, our purpose in life. All of us have a vocation, and God wants all of us to do something
specific for the kingdom. It all starts with us asking the question, “Rabbi, where are you staying.” Then we have to have
the courage to do what Jesus tells us, “Come, and you will see!”

Please join me in praying for our seminarians, for those preparing for the Permanent Diaconate (our parishioner Manuel
Parales is currently in this process), and for all those preparing for consecrated life as a brother or sister. And may each
of us follow the Lord’s invitation, “Come, and you will see.”

When “Alisa™ and her boyfriend “Hal” came into Waterleaf for their first
appointment, they seemed happy when they found out they were
expecting their first baby. Almost immediately, Alisa began to express
doubts. Despite having a full-time job with insurance along with family
support, she was unsure about whether she should continue the
pregnancy while Hal wanted her to have the baby.
During their initial ultrasound, Alisa and Hal watched the ultrasound
screen, seemingly captivated by the images. Their baby was moving
around a lot and they could identify arms, legs, nose etc. As they left the
clinic, they took pictures home with them. As time passed and they had
time to discuss their future, the idea of parenting slowly grew on Alisa.
At their next Waterleaf visit, Alisa and Hal told the patient advocate that
they are excited about the prospect of having a baby. They expressed an
interest in the parent education courses available via the Aspire
Education and Resource center and that our Resource Specialists can provide linkages to community resources for
them. They are currently researching potential healthcare providers to support through this pregnancy and beyond.
