Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This week we begin a weekly English Mass at 11:00am in the Gym on Sunday. We added this because of suggestions from the
parish that a later Mass in English would be helpful. We are glad that we can offer this option to families at this time. We had
attempted to add it earlier, but a lack of volunteers combined with increased mitigations due to COVID-19 made it unwise to do at
that time. Thanks be to God, things are a bit different now, and we can move forward. With that in mind, I wanted to take the time
to make some reminders for all of us.

First, I acknowledge that sometimes the COVID restrictions are a pain. I get it. They’re a pain for us too. But we have had people
tell us that they come here for Mass and confessions because they feel safe here. That’s been our goal. Everyone has an opinion on
what we should be doing. We are doing the best we can.

Second, it’s important that you plan to come early for Mass. It takes time to check people in. Our volunteers want to attend Mass
too, and they have a right to do so. Please cooperate with them so that they can have time to pray and worship. That’s an important
act of charity.

Third, know that you are not restricted from coming to Mass on a weekly basis. You can come as often as you can get tickets, and
most people have been able to get tickets when they want to. If you are having difficulty getting tickets, please call the parish office
for assistance. Our receptionists and office staff are happy to help. Please note that the diocese has still not re-instituted the
obligation to attend Sunday Mass, but I know that it would be spiritually helpful for many to come back. As always, please use your
discretion as to whether it’s safe for you personally to do that.

Fourth, we will continue to schedule the parking lot Mass on Saturday afternoon. The Mass will always take place and be
livestreamed. If weather is inclement, we may not be able to distribute Holy Communion, but we will let you know if that is the
case. We are making every effort to do so unless the weather is really bad.

Fifth, we will continue to livestream for the foreseeable future, and probably permanently. We know that is helpful for people in
many situations, and we are happy that we can make that available to those who cannot attend in person for whatever reason.

Finally, in order to make all this happen, we continue to need volunteer help. We need volunteers for the new Mass at 11am in the
Gym particularly, but continue to need help at all Masses, including parking lot volunteers for Saturday, livestream operators, and
volunteers for baptisms, confessions, weddings and funerals. If you are able, we need your help. Please contact Kelley Seifert in the
parish office to volunteer. We appreciate your help!
