Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

By now, you may have heard that, per the Vatican’s directives, on Ash Wednesday, we will be sprinkling ashes on people’s heads 
rather than tracing the sign of the cross with ashes on the forehead, as has been the practice in the past.  Of course, this is being done 
to minimize exposure to COVID-19, which we do in charity so that we can all worship, and still have people be well.  But I 
recognize that the “new” practice raises questions for many. 

And I put “new” in quotations marks, because it’s not a new practice at all.  In Europe, Mexico, and most non-English speaking 
countries, this has always been the practice.  It’s more biblical, following the ancient practice in the Old Testament about sprinkling 
ashes one oneself in penitence.  So while it’s new (and probably seems strange) to us, it’s definitely not a new practice. 

Some may feel that this is just another overreaction to COVID-19.  And I get that.  I know it’s been difficult to have to make so 
many modifications about the way we do everything.  It’s been difficult not to hug our loved ones.  It’s been difficult not to spend 
holidays with them.  It’s been difficult to have to get reservations to come to Mass.  It’s been difficult to do just about everything 
these days, and it’s exhausting.  I’ve had more than my share of it, and so please know that I empathize with you. 

But I’ve also seen the ugly side of this.  I’ve known and prayed for many people dying of this disease, and we’ve buried plenty of 
folks here at St. Mary’s who have died of COVID-19.  It’s a sadness, and the pervasive sadness only adds to our frustration and 
exhaustion.  I’ve chosen to offer up my own frustration with the changes for those who are suffering.  These folks need our 
compassion, our charity, our prayers.  This might be a good Lenten practice for all of us. 

Finally, the lack of a cross on our foreheads aligns itself with the directive in our Gospel reading for Ash Wednesday, which I’ve 
quoted above.  We’re supposed to let others know we are followers of Jesus, but we have to find a way to do that that goes beyond 
performing righteous acts so that others may see them.  What they should see in us is holiness of life, service to others, concern for 
the poor, compassion for those who are suffering, love for each person God puts in our path.  That’s the sign that will lead them to 
Jesus, because that’s the sign that comes from Jesus’ own heart. 

Let us take the opportunity this Lent to do what we can to build up a world that is reeling from the effects of this pandemic.  Our 
simple acts of kindness can be a great sign of the love of Christ in the world.  Please know of my prayers for you and your families 
this Lent, and always.

A estas alturas, es posible que haya escuchado que, según las directivas del Vaticano, el miércoles de ceniza, estaremos rociando 
cenizas sobre las cabezas de las personas en lugar de trazar la señal de la cruz con cenizas en la frente, como ha sido nuestra práctica 
en el pasado. Por supuesto, esto se está haciendo para minimizar la exposición a COVID-19, esto es lo que tenemos que hacer por 
caridad para mantener a todos seguros. Sin embargo,  reconozco que la "nueva" práctica plantea preguntas para muchos. 

Y digo "nueva" entre comillas, porque no es una práctica nueva en absoluto. En Europa, ciertas partes de México y la mayoría de los 
países de habla no inglesa, esta siempre ha sido la práctica. Incluso es más bíblico, siguiendo la práctica antigua en el Antiguo 
Testamento de rociarse las cenizas uno mismo en penitencia. De esta manera, aunque es nuevo (y probablemente nos parezca 
extraño), definitivamente no es una práctica nueva. 

Algunos pueden sentir que esta es solo otra reacción exagerada al COVID-19. Y lo entiendo. Sé que ha sido difícil tener que hacer 
tantas modificaciones en la forma en que hacemos todo. Ha sido difícil no abrazar a nuestros seres queridos. Ha sido difícil no pasar 
las vacaciones con ellos. Ha sido difícil tener que hacer reservaciones para venir a misa. Ha sido difícil hacer casi todo estos días, y 
es agotador. He tenido que lidiar con más de lo que me corresponde, así que por favor, sepa que siento empatía por usted.

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Sin embargo, también he visto el lado feo de todo esto. He conocido y orado por muchas personas que mueren a causa de esta 
enfermedad, y hemos enterrado a muchas personas aquí en St. Mary's que han muerto de COVID-19. Es una tristeza, y la tristeza 
generalizada solo aumenta nuestra frustración y agotamiento. He optado por ofrecer mi propia frustración con los cambios por 
aquellos que están sufriendo. Estas personas necesitan nuestra compasión, nuestra caridad, nuestras oraciones. Esta podría ser una 
buena práctica de Cuaresma para todos nosotros. 

Finalmente, la falta de una cruz en nuestras frentes se alinea con la directiva de nuestra lectura del Evangelio para el Miércoles de 
Ceniza, que he citado anteriormente. Se supone que debemos dejar que los demás sepan que somos seguidores de Jesús, pero 
tenemos que encontrar una manera de hacerlo que vaya más allá de realizar actos justos para que otros puedan verlos. Lo que deben 
ver en nosotros es santidad de vida, servicio a los demás, preocupación por los pobres, compasión por los que sufren, amor por cada 
persona que Dios pone en nuestro camino. Esa es la señal que los conducirá a Jesús, porque esa es la señal que viene del propio 
corazón de Jesús. 

Aprovechemos la oportunidad en esta Cuaresma para hacer lo que podamos para construir un mundo que se tambalea por los efectos 
de esta pandemia. Nuestros simples actos de bondad pueden ser una gran señal del amor de Cristo en el mundo. Por favor, conozcan 
mis oraciones por ustedes y sus familias en esta Cuaresma y siempre.

Być może słyszeliście już, że zgodnie z dyrektywami Watykanu w Środę Popielcową będziemy posypywać głowy ludzi popiołem, 
zamiast znaczyć znak krzyża na czole jak to miało miejsce w przeszłości. Oczywiście zmiana sposobu znaczenia popiołem jest 
dyktowana pandemią COVID-19, aby uniknąć kontaktu osobistego a co za tym idzie nie narażać wiernych. Ale zdaję sobie sprawę, 
że „nowa” praktyka rodzi wiele pytań. 

Specjalnie umieściłem „nowa” w cudzysłowiu, ponieważ to wcale nie jest nowa praktyka. W Europie, Meksyku i większości krajów 
nieanglojęzycznych takowa praktyka stosowana jest od wieków. Jest ona bardziej zbliżona to rytuału biblijnego, naśladując 
starożytną praktykę Starego Testamentu dotyczącą posypywania się popiołem w czasie pokuty. Więc chociaż jest to dla nas nowe (i 
prawdopodobnie wydaje się dziwne), zdecydowanie nie jest to nowa praktyka. 

Niektórzy mogą uważać, że to kolejna przesadna reakcja na COVID-19. I to również rozumiem. Wiem, że trudno było wprowadzić 
tak wiele zmian w sposobie w jaki robimy wszystko. Trudno jest nie przytulać naszych bliskich. Trudno było nie spędzać z nimi 
wakacji. Trudno jest rejestrować się, żeby przyjść na mszę. W dzisiejszych czasach trudno jest zrobić prawie wszystko i jest to 
wyczerpujące. Miałem tego więcej niż trzeba, więc wiedz, proszę, że współczuję ci. 

Ale widziałem też brzydką stronę tego. Znałem i modliłem się za wiele osób umierających z powodu tej choroby, i pochowaliśmy tu, 
w kościele św. Marii, wiele osób zmarłych na COVID-19. To smutek, a wszechobecny smutek tylko potęguje naszą frustrację i 
wyczerpanie. Postanowiłem ofiarować własną frustrację zmianami za tych, którzy cierpią. Ci ludzie potrzebują naszego współczucia, 
naszej miłości, naszych modlitw. To może być dobra praktyka wielkopostna dla nas wszystkich. 

Wreszcie brak znaku krzyża na naszych czołach jest zgodny z wytycznymi zawartymi w naszym czytaniu Ewangelii na Środę 
Popielcową, które przytoczyłem powyżej. Powinniśmy dać innym znać, że jesteśmy naśladowcami Jezusa, ale musimy znaleźć 
sposób, aby to zrobić, który wykracza poza wykonywanie prawych czynów, aby inni mogli je zobaczyć. To, co powinni w nas 
widzieć, to świętość życia, służba innym, troska o ubogich, współczucie dla cierpiących, miłość do każdego człowieka, którego Bóg 
stawia na naszej drodze. To jest znak, który doprowadzi ich do Jezusa, ponieważ jest to znak, który pochodzi z serca Jezusa. 

Skorzystajmy z okazji tego Wielkiego Postu, aby zrobić wszystko co w naszej mocy, aby zbudować świat, który odwraca się od 
skutków tej pandemii. Nasze proste akty dobroci mogą być wielkim znakiem miłości Chrystusa w świecie. Proszę, pamiętajcie o 
moich modlitwach za was i wasze rodziny w czasie Wielkiego Postu i zawsze.

Every move he made was filled with 
anticipation, danger, and the potential for great loss or great reward. 

Jesus risked his reputation when he entered Jerusalem in a victory parade. He 
risked his life when he dared to teach in the Temple. His followers risked 
everything when they left behind their homes or anointed him with costly 
perfume. We take risks as we read and re-read these stories, finding new 
meanings and new challenges. 

In Entering the Passion of Jesus: A Beginner’s Guide to Holy Week, author, professor, and biblical scholar 
Amy-Jill Levine explores the biblical texts surrounding the Passion story. She shows us how the text raises 
ethical and spiritual questions for the reader, and how we all face risk in our Christian experience. 

Entering the Passion of Jesus will provide a rich and challenging learning experience. This is a six-week 
study that is perfect for Lent and includes a video lecture from Dr. Levine.
