What Happened to “One God”?
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

A change has happened in our Liturgy, a minor one, and maybe you noticed it and maybe you didn’t. It comes in the
collect prayer, which is different every Mass, but always ends with: “Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives
and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, God for ever and ever.” The change? Well, up until Ash
Wednesday, it said “...one God for ever and ever.” So why did we drop the “one”? Do we now believe in multiple
gods?

Well, of course not. The change is that it has been mis-translated up until now. The Latin text reads: Deus, per omnia
scecula scecularum. 1If it were to say “one God” in English, it would read: “unus Deus,” but it does not. In our parish’s
other language groups, the prayers in Spanish and Polish are already translated as “God for ever...”, so no change was
necessary there. These other language translations already adhere to the original Latin text.

What helped me to understand the change was to really pay attention reading the text of the doxology. If you do, I think
you’ll notice that the doxology is not in regard to the Blessed Trinity, but instead to Christ in relation to the other Persons
of the Trinity. We offer the prayer “through our Lord Jesus Christ,” and so to call him alone “one God” might imply that
the other two Persons constituted separate gods. Heaven forbid!

I know it’s a technical change, and may be difficult to understand, but the basis of it all is that we are trying to be as
faithful as possible to the original text of the Sacred Liturgy, and the change doesn’t affect Who we are praying to. We
still pray to the Father, through the Son, in the Holy Spirit. And we pray that every improvement brings us closer to
God.

Bueno, por supuesto que no. El cambio es que se ha traducido mal hasta ahora. El texto en latin dice: Deus, per omnia
scecula scecularum. Si dijera "un Dios" en inglés, leeria: "unus Deus", pero no es asi. En los otros grupos de idiomas de
nuestra parroquia, las oraciones en espafiol y polaco ya estan traducidas como "Dios por siempre ...", por lo que no fue

necesario ningun cambio alli. Estas traducciones de otros idiomas ya se adhieren al texto latino original.

Lo que me ayudd a comprender el cambio fue prestar mucha atencidn leyendo el texto de la doxologia. Si lo hace, creo
que notara que la doxologia no se refiere a la Santisima Trinidad, sino a Cristo en relacion con las otras Personas de la
Trinidad. Ofrecemos la oracién "por medio de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo", por lo que llamarlo solo "un Dios" podria
implicar que las otras dos Personas constituian dioses separados. jAlgo completamente erroneo!

Sé que es un cambio técnico y puede ser dificil de entender, pero la base de todo es que estamos tratando de ser lo mas
fieles posible al texto original de la Sagrada Liturgia, y el cambio no afecta a Quién le rezamos. Le oramos al Padre, a
través del Hijo, en el Espiritu Santo y oramos para que cada mejora nos acerque mas a Dios.

Tekst
facinski brzmi: Deus, per omnia scecula scecularum. Gdybym chciat powiedzie¢ ,,jeden Bog” po angielsku, brzmiatoby:
Hunus Deus”, ale tak nie jest. W pozostalych grupach jezykowych w naszej parafii modlitwy w jezyku hiszpanskim i
polskim sa juz przetltumaczone jako ,,B6g na wieki...”, wiec zadna zmiana nie byla tam konieczna. Tam tlumaczenia
jezykowe sa juz zgodne z oryginalnym tekstem lacinskim.

To, co pomogto mi w zrozumieniu tej zmiany, to naprawde uwazne przeczytanie tekstu doksologii. Takowe wyrazenie
nie dotyczy Trojcy Swietej, ale Chrystusa w odniesieniu do Os6b Tréjcy. Ofiarowujemy modlitwe ,,przez naszego Pana
Jezusa Chrystusa”, wiec nazywanie go tylko ,,jednym Bogiem” mogtoby oznaczaé, ze pozostate dwie Osoby stanowily
odrgbnych bogdéw. Uchowaj nas Boze!

Wiem, ze jest to zmiana techniczna i moze by¢ trudna do zrozumienia, ale podstawq tego wszystkiego jest to, ze staramy
si¢ byc ]ak najbardziej wierni oryginalnemu tekstowi Swietej thurgll 1 zmiana ta nie wptywa na to, kim jestesmy.
