Devotion to Sleeping Saint Joseph 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
During this Year of Saint Joseph, Pope Francis has popularized a devotion that has been his for more than forty years.  He has a 
small statue of Saint Joseph sleeping, placed on top of papers on his desk.  I have a similar one on my night stand.  The papers 
beneath the statue are prayers that we ask Saint Joseph to take to God. 
The reason for this devotion is that, in Sacred Scripture, we see Saint Joseph getting messages from angels in his dreams.  The first 
of these, quoted above, encouraged him not to break off his relationship with Mary, but instead to take her into his home.  Another 
one urged him to take Mary and Jesus to Egypt to avoid the machinations of Herod, and later, one advising him it was safe to return 
to Nazareth. 
So the thought is that Saint Joseph’s relationship with God is powerful enough that, especially during his resting, he is able to 
intercede for those he loves, including you and me, in his dreams.  Pope Francis once explained, “I really like Saint Joseph because 
he is a man of strength and silence. In my office, I have an image of a sleeping Saint Joseph, and while he sleeps he takes care of the 
Church. When I have a problem or am faced with a difficulty, I will write it on a piece of paper and I will place it underneath Saint 
Joseph, so that he may dream on it. That means: for him to pray for that problem.” 
Here is the prayer that he prays to the sleeping Saint Joseph: 

O Glorious Saint Joseph, you who have power to render possible even things 
which are considered impossible, come to our aid in our present trouble and 
distress. Take this important and difficult affair under your particular protection, 
that it may end happily. 
O dear Saint Joseph, all our confidence is in you. Let it not be said that we would 
invoke you in vain; and since you art so powerful with Jesus and Mary, show that 
your goodness equals your power. 
Saint Joseph, to whom God entrusted the care of the holiest family that has ever 
been, grant what we ask of you, our father and protector, and let the grace be 
brought to us to live and die in the love of Jesus and Mary. 
Saint Joseph, pray for us who have recourse to you. 

If you wish to begin this devotion in your life or the life of your family, you can purchase a statue of Sleeping Saint Joseph from our 
parish office.  Each statue is blessed and available for $25.

Devoción a Dormir San José 
Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo, 
Durante este año de San José, el Papa Francisco ha popularizado una devoción que ha sido la suya durante más de cuarenta años. Él 
tiene una pequeña estatua del San José durmiente, colocada en la parte superior de los papeles en su escritorio. Tengo uno similar en 
mi buró de noche. Los papeles debajo de la estatua son oraciones que le he pedido a San José para que él se las lleve a Dios. 
La razón de esta devoción se debe a que, en la Sagrada Escritura, vemos que San José recibe mensajes de los ángeles en sus sueños. 
El primero de estos, lo alentó a no romper su relación con María, sino que la llevó a su hogar. Otro sueño le instó a llevar a María y a 
Jesús a Egipto para evitar los planes de Herodes, y más tarde, se le aconsejó que era seguro volver a Nazaret. 
Entonces, el pensamiento es que la relación de San José con Dios es lo suficientemente poderosa como para que sea capaz de 
interceder por aquellos que ama, incluido usted y yo, especialmente durante su descanso y en sus sueños. Papa Francisco una vez 
explicó: "Me gusta mucho San José porque es un hombre de fuerza y silencio. En mi oficina, tengo una imagen de un San José 
durmiente, y mientras duerme, él cuida la Iglesia. Cuando tengo un problema o me enfrento a una dificultad, lo escribiré en un 
pedazo de papel y lo colocaré debajo de San José, para que pueda soñar en ello. Eso significa: para que ore por ese problema”.
