Blessing of Baptismal Water, Easter Vigil Mass 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

One of the wonderful things about Lent and Easter is that these holy seasons help us to understand just what it is that we 
believe about the necessity of Baptism.  Because if Baptism is just a nice little ritual that precedes a family party, it 
would hardly be of any consequence, indeed it wouldn’t really be necessary at all.  And if that’s true, Lent and Easter 
wouldn’t really be necessary either.  But if we truly believe that Baptism is the integral washing away of our sinfulness 
so that we may be made worthy of the life of heaven, then there’s nothing that should get in the way of it, and these holy 
days are of utmost importance. 

The current translation of the Roman Missal re-translated everything, including all of the texts for those holy days of 
Lent, the Paschal Triduum, and Easter.  What is disconcerting, but also in some ways refreshing, about this missal is that 
it doesn’t beat around the bush about our need for Baptism. 

Looking at the text above, from the Blessing of Baptismal Water on the Easter Vigil, the text speaks about the new life 
the Baptized receive.  Nothing too shocking about that.  But notice how it refers to the life before Baptism: “the squalor 
of the life of old.”  Well, that seems a little harsh, doesn’t it?  Really, squalor? 

It’s not so different from the language of the Exsultet, the Easter Proclamation, which is sung at the Easter Vigil: “This is 
the night that even now, throughout the world, sets Christian believers apart from worldly vices and from the gloom of 
sin, leading them to grace and joining them to his holy ones.”  Worldly vice and the gloom of sin are hardly things we 
want to think about, but we all know they’re there, and the only chance we have of being delivered from them is by 
being united to Christ through Baptism. 

So yes, squalor is part of the human condition.  If humanity weren’t in such disarray, Christ would never have had to 
suffer and die on the Cross.  But thank God he did precisely that for us, or we’d be mired in that squalor for all eternity.  
God forbid. 

People are often taken aback by the language of Ash Wednesday, that day that leads us into this holy season: 
“Remember you are dust and to dust you shall return.”  Dust?  Yes, that and squalor!  “Repent and believe in the 
Gospel.”  Repent?  Yes, we all need to repent from the gloom of sin and worldly vices. 

One of the great principles of Catholic theology is that we pray what we believe (lex orandi, lex credendi).  So the words 
of Lent and Easter might come across as a little harsh on the human condition, but that’s only because the human 
condition is actually pretty harsh, left to itself.  Thanks be to God it isn’t ever left to itself: Baptism into the death and 
resurrection of Christ makes possible deliverance from all that dust and gloom and squalor and vice. 

So if you bristle a bit at this kind of language – and I sometimes do! – thank God!  We should bristle and come to new 
awareness of the awesome deliverance that we celebrate during the holy days and the real gift that is our Baptism.  All 
that bristling will make the “Alleluias” of the Easter season that much more poignant!

Bendición del Agua Bautismal, Misa de Vigilia Pascual 

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo: 

Una de las cosas maravillosas de la Cuaresma y la Pascua es que estos tiempos santos nos ayudan a comprender qué es 
lo que creemos acerca de la necesidad del Bautismo. Porque si el bautismo es solo un pequeño ritual agradable que 
precede a una fiesta familiar, difícilmente tendría alguna consecuencia, de hecho, no sería realmente necesario en 
absoluto. Y si eso es cierto, la Cuaresma y la Pascua tampoco serían realmente necesarias. Pero si realmente creemos que 
el bautismo es el lavamiento integral de nuestra pecaminosidad para que seamos dignos de la vida del cielo, entonces no 
hay nada que se interponga en nuestro camino, y estos días santos son de suma importancia. 

La traducción actual del Misal Romano re-tradujo todo, incluyendo todos los textos para esos días santos de Cuaresma, 
Triduo Pascual y Pascua. Lo desconcertante, pero también en cierto modo refrescante, de este misal es que no se anda 
con rodeos sobre nuestra necesidad del bautismo. 

Mirando el texto de arriba, de la Bendición del Agua Bautismal en la Vigilia Pascual, el texto habla de la nueva vida que 
reciben los Bautizados. Nada demasiado impactante en eso. Pero observe cómo se refiere a la vida antes del Bautismo: 
"la miseria de la vida de antaño". Tal vez, eso parezca un poco duro, ¿no?  

El lenguaje que se utiliza en el Exsultet, la proclamación pascual que se canta en la Vigilia Pascual no es tan diferente: 
“Esta es la noche que incluso ahora, en todo el mundo, separa a los creyentes cristianos de los vicios mundanos y de la 
penumbra del pecado, llevándolos a la gracia y uniéndolos a sus santos”. El vicio mundano y la tristeza del pecado no 
son cosas en las que queramos pensar, pero todos sabemos que están ahí, y la única posibilidad que tenemos de ser 
liberados de ellos es unirnos a Cristo a través del Bautismo. 

Entonces sí, la miseria es parte de la condición humana. Si la humanidad no estuviera tan desordenada, Cristo nunca 
habría tenido que sufrir y morir en la Cruz. Pero gracias a Dios que hizo precisamente eso por nosotros, o estaríamos 
sumidos en esa miseria por toda la eternidad. Dios no lo quiera. 

La gente a menudo se sorprende por el lenguaje del Miércoles de Ceniza, ese día que nos lleva a esta temporada santa: 
"Recuerda que eres polvo y al polvo volverás". ¿Polvo? ¡Sí, eso y miseria! "Arrepiéntete y cree en el Evangelio". 
¿Arrepentirse? Sí, todos debemos arrepentirnos de la tristeza del pecado y los vicios mundanos. 

Uno de los grandes principios de la teología católica es que rezamos lo que creemos (lex orandi, lex credendi). Entonces, 
las palabras de Cuaresma y Pascua pueden parecer un poco duras para la condición humana, pero eso es solo porque la 
condición humana es realmente bastante dura, si se nos deja solos. Gracias a Dios, El nunca nos abandona: el bautismo 
en la muerte y resurrección de Cristo hace posible la liberación de todo ese polvo, penumbra, miseria y vicio. 

Entonces, si se le eriza la piel un poco con este tipo de lenguaje, ¡y a mí a veces me sucede! - ¡gracias a Dios! Debemos 
erizarnos y llegar a una nueva conciencia de la asombrosa liberación que celebramos durante los días santos y del 
verdadero regalo que es nuestro Bautismo. ¡Todos esos nervios harán que los "Aleluyas" de la temporada de Pascua sean 
mucho más conmovedores!

Drodzy Bracia i Siostry w Chrystusie, 
 
Jedną z cudownych rzeczy związanych z Wielkim Postem i Wielkanocą jest to, że te święte okresy pomagają nam 
zrozumieć w co wierzymy podczas chrztu. Ponieważ jeśli chrzest jest tylko miłym rytuałem poprzedzającym przyjęcie 
rodzinne, nie miałby on prawie żadnych konsekwencji, a nawet nie byłby wcale konieczny. A jeśli to byłaby prawda, to 
Wielki Post i Wielkanoc też nie byłyby potrzebne. Ale jeśli naprawdę wierzymy, że chrzest jest integralnym zmywaniem 
naszej grzeszności, abyśmy mogli stać się godnymi życia w niebie, to nie ma nic co mogłoby temu przeszkodzić a te 
święte dni mają ogromne znaczenie. 
 
Obecny Mszał Rzymski został ponownie przetłumaczony łącznie ze wszystkimi tekstami na te święte dni Wielkiego 
Postu, Triduum Paschalnego i Wielkanocy. To co jest niezwykle ważne oraz pewnymi względami odświeżające w tym 
mszale to to, że nie owija w bawełnę naszej potrzeby chrztu. 
 
Powyższy tekst Błogosławieństwa wody chrzcielnej w Wigilię Paschalną mówi o nowym życiu otrzymanym przez 
ochrzczonych. Nie ma w tym nic szokującego. Ale zwróć uwagę jak to się odnosi do życia przed chrztem: „nędza życia 
dawnego”. Cóż, to wydaje się trochę trudne, prawda? Naprawdę, nędza? 
 
Nie różni się tak bardzo od języka Exsultet, proklamacji paschalnej, która jest śpiewana w Wigilię Paschalną: „To jest 
noc, która nawet teraz na całym świecie oddziela wierzących chrześcijan od doczesnego zła i mroku grzechu, prowadząc 
ich do łaski i łącząc ich ze swoimi świętymi ”. Niegodziwość świata i mrok grzechu nie są rzeczami o których 
chcielibyśmy myśleć ale wszyscy wiemy, że one na prawdę istnieją, a jedyną szansą na uwolnienie się od nich jest 
zjednoczenie z Chrystusem przez chrzest. 
 
Tak więc nędza jest częścią ludzkiej kondycji. Gdyby ludzkość nie była w takim zamęcie, Chrystus nigdy nie musiałby 
cierpieć i umierać na krzyżu. Ale dzięki Bogu, że zrobił to właśnie dla nas, w przeciwnym razie ugrzęźlibyśmy w tej 
nędzy przez całą wieczność. Broń nas Boże. 
 
Ludzi często zaskakuje język Środy Popielcowej, który wprowadza nas w ten święty okres: „Pamiętaj, że jesteś prochem 
i w proch się obrócisz”. Kurz? Tak, i  nędza! „Nawracajcie się i wierzcie w Ewangelię”. Żałować? Tak, wszyscy musimy 
pokutować aby uwolnić się z mroku grzechu i ziemskich przywar. 
 
Jedną z wielkich zasad teologii katolickiej jest to, że modlimy się słowami w które wierzymy (lex orandi, lex credendi). 
Tak więc słowa Wielkiego Postu i Wielkanocy mogą wydawać się nieco surowe dla kondycji ludzkiej, ale to tylko 
dlatego, że kondycja ludzka jest w rzeczywistości dość surowa, pozostawiona samej sobie. Bogu niech będą dzięki: 
chrzest w śmierci i zmartwychwstaniu Chrystusa umożliwia wyzwolenie z całego tego prochu, mroku, nędzy i występku. 
 
Więc jeśli trochę jeżysz się na tego rodzaju wyrażenia– mnie też się to zdarza! – to dzięki Bogu! Powinniśmy jeżyć się, 
dumać aby dojść do nowej świadomości niesamowitego wyzwolenia, które celebrujemy w święta i prawdziwego daru, 
jakim jest nasz chrzest. Całe to najeżenie sprawi, że „Alleluja” w okresie wielkanocnym będzie o wiele bardziej 
wzruszające!

I thought I came in for an abortion! 
 

When Asia came to Waterleaf, she had an abortion planned and 
scheduled but came to our door “by accident.” 
 
As she spoke with her Waterleaf patient advocate, she was very 
undecided between parenting and abortion.  She had an abortion in 
the past and seemed to become very emotional as she spoke of it.  
Furthermore, Asia explained that she has a two-year-old daughter at 
home and while she has been in a relationship with the father of this 
baby for just over a year, does not plan for nor see a future with him.
