Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

So it begins. Palm Sunday has us experiencing the exultation of Christ’s triumphal entry into Jerusalem, only to be immediately
confronted by the despair of those who have lost hope and turned him over to be crucified. It’s a lot to take in in just one Mass! But
we now find ourselves in the midst of Holy Week, when we commemorate the events that mark the unfolding of our salvation. God
himself, who created us for the express purpose of sharing his glory, sent his only begotten Son to become one of us. Out of love for
us, Jesus Christ gave himself into the hands of sinners (that would be us, by the way) and was nailed to a cross. Freely laying down
his life, he paid the price for our many sins and made possible the salvation of all the world, and the promise of us having eternal life
in heaven. These days are the reason for our hope and give meaning to our existence. This is what life is all about!

Each year, we carefully commemorate these events and celebrate the hope they have in store for us. We must never lose sight of the
great price that was paid for our salvation, and it is our privilege each year to mark these days with holy reflection and solemn
worship. The pandemic might change that a bit, but we still mark these holy days.

On the evening of Holy Thursday, we gather to receive the sacred oils that were consecrated and blessed to anoint the sick, to
prepare catechumens, and to signify the presence of the Holy Spirit in those confirmed in the faith and baptized into the Church.
That evening we also celebrate the institution of the Priesthood and most especially the giving of the Holy Eucharist, by which
Christ’s presence in the Church was secured until the end of time. The night continues with adoration of the Blessed Sacrament until
midnight, and reposing the Blessed Sacrament, pausing first for night prayer at 11:50pm.

On the afternoon of Good Friday, we gather to hear the story of our salvation. We recall Christ’s passion and death and meditate on
his way of the cross. We pray for all people, living and dead, we venerate the holy cross (from afar, this year) on which our Savior
died, and we receive Holy Communion to remember his presence among us and to be strengthened to keep the Paschal Fast.

On the night of Holy Saturday, we gather outdoors for the great Easter Vigil in the Holy Night. We keep watch through the night for
the dawning of our salvation, the redemption gained by Christ’s glorious resurrection from the dead. We light the new fire and
dedicate the Paschal candle, we hear the stories of God’s saving action throughout human history, and when the story of the
Resurrection unfolds, the lights in the church are all put on, to recognize the radiance of new life in which we can now share. On this
most holy night we recall our baptism, by which we died and rose to new life in Christ. We also celebrate the Easter Sacraments
(Baptism, Confirmation, First Eucharist) with three young people as they enter the Church and the family of God.

These three days are called the Sacred Triduum (or “three days”). These three liturgies are considered to be one continuous liturgy.
And you can see that by the fact that the sign of the Cross is made at the beginning of the Holy Thursday Mass, and there is no
closing blessing until the end of the Easter Vigil. Basically, it’s all just one wonderful story, played out gloriously over the course of
these three days.

On these days, it is customary to keep the Paschal fast. From the Holy Thursday Evening Mass to the Easter Vigil, we eat and drink
less, we refrain from useless chatter and joking around, we give up the things that distract us from our relationship with Christ. If
we’ve been lax during Lent, we “crank it up a notch” on these days, because the celebration of our salvation is very near at hand.

No Catholic should miss the celebration of these mysteries. We cannot begin to understand our faith until we celebrate the solemnity
of these days. So please let the children hear how much God loves us, and be reminded yourselves of how incredibly precious you
are to God. Nothing — not even death — could stand in the way of his love for us. Let nothing stand in the way of our love for him!

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo:

Y comenzamos. El Domingo de Ramos nos hace experimentar la exaltacion de la entrada triunfal de Cristo en Jerusalén, solo para
ser confrontados inmediatamente por la desesperacion de aquellos que han perdido la esperanza y lo han entregado para ser
crucificado. jEs mucho para asimilar en una sola misa! Pero ahora nos encontramos en medio de la Semana Santa, cuando
conmemoramos los eventos que marcan el desarrollo de nuestra salvacion. Dios mismo, quien nos cre6 con el propdsito expreso de
compartir su gloria, envio a su Hijo unigénito para que fuera uno de nosotros. Por amor a nosotros, Jesucristo se entregd a si mismo
en manos de los pecadores (que por cierto, seriamos nosotros) y fue clavado en una cruz. Al entregar libremente su vida, pago el
precio por nuestros muchos pecados e hizo posible la salvacion de todo el mundo y la promesa de que tendriamos vida eterna en el
ciclo. Estos dias son el motivo de nuestra esperanza y dan sentido a nuestra existencia. ;De esto se trata la vida!

Cada afio, conmemoramos cuidadosamente estos eventos y celebramos la esperanza que estos eventos significan para nosotros.
Nunca debemos perder de vista el gran precio que se pagd por nuestra salvacion, y es nuestro privilegio cada afio marcar estos dias
con una reflexion santa y una adoracion solemne. La pandemia ha hecho que cambien un poco las cosas, pero aiin celebramos estos
dias santos.

En la noche del Jueves Santo, nos reunimos para recibir los 6leos sagrados que fueron consagrados y bendecidos para ungir a los
enfermos, preparar a los catecimenos y significar la presencia del Espiritu Santo en los confirmados en la fe y bautizados en la
Iglesia. Esa noche también celebramos la institucién del sacerdocio y muy especialmente la entrega de la Sagrada Eucaristia,
mediante la cual se asegur6 la presencia de Cristo en la Iglesia hasta el fin de los tiempos. La noche continta con la adoracion del
Santisimo Sacramento hasta la medianoche y reposo del Santisimo Sacramento, haciendo una pausa primero para la oracién nocturna
alas 11:50 pm.

En la tarde del Viernes Santo, nos reunimos para escuchar la historia de nuestra salvacion. Recordamos la pasion y muerte de Cristo
y meditamos en su camino a la cruz. Rezamos por todas las personas, vivas y muertas, veneramos la santa cruz (de lejos, este afio) en
la que murié nuestro Salvador, y recibimos la Sagrada Comunién para recordar su presencia entre nosotros y ser fortalecidos para
guardar el ayuno pascual.

En la noche del Sabado Santo, nos reunimos al aire libre para la gran Vigilia Pascual en la Noche Santa. Velamos durante la noche
por el amanecer de nuestra salvacion, la redencion obtenida por la gloriosa resurreccion de Cristo de entre los muertos. Encendemos
el fuego nuevo y dedicamos el cirio pascual, escuchamos las historias de la accion salvifica de Dios a lo largo de la historia humana,
y cuando se desarrolla la historia de la Resurreccion, las luces de la iglesia se encienden para reconocer el resplandor de la nueva
vida en que ahora podemos compartir. En esta noche santisima recordamos nuestro bautismo, por el cual morimos y resucitamos a
una nueva vida en Cristo. También celebramos los Sacramentos de Pascua (Bautismo, Confirmacion, Primera Eucaristia) con tres
jovenes al entrar en la Iglesia y la familia de Dios.

Estos tres dias se denominan Triduo Sagrado (o "tres dias"). Estas tres liturgias se consideran una liturgia continua. Y se puede ver
por el hecho de que la sefial de la cruz se hace al comienzo de la Misa del Jueves Santo, y no hay bendicion de clausura hasta el final
de la Vigilia Pascual. Basicamente, es una sola historia maravillosa, desarrollada gloriosamente en el transcurso de estos tres dias.

En estos dias, es costumbre mantener el ayuno pascual. Desde la Misa vespertina del Jueves Santo hasta la Vigilia Pascual, comemos
y bebemos menos, nos abstenemos de charlas inttiles y bromas, renunciamos a las cosas que nos distraen de nuestra relacion con
Cristo. Si hemos sido negligentes durante la Cuaresma, en estos dias "subimos un poco el volumen" porque la celebracion de nuestra
salvacion esta muy cerca.

Ningun catoélico deberia perderse la celebracion de estos misterios. No podemos empezar a comprender nuestra fe hasta que
celebremos la solemnidad de estos dias. Asi que, por favor, deje que los nifios escuchen cuanto nos ama Dios y recuerden lo
increiblemente valioso que son para Dios. Nada, ni siquiera la muerte, podria interponerse en el camino de su amor por nosotros.
jQue nada se interponga en el camino de nuestro amor por él!

To jest noc, kiedy Chrystus ztamat kraty Smierci i zwycigsko wyszedt z podziemi.

Drodzy Bracia i Siostry w Chrystusie,

Wigc zaczyna si¢. W Niedzielg Palmowa przezywamy rado$¢ z triumfalnego wjazdu Chrystusa do Jerozolimy, po czym natychmiast
stajemy w obliczu rozpaczy tych, ktorzy stracili nadzieje i wydali Go na ukrzyzowanie. To duzo do ogarnigcia podczas jednej mszy!
Ale teraz znajdujemy si¢ w $rodku Wielkiego Tygodnia, kiedy wspominamy wydarzenia, ktére wyznaczaja rozwdj naszego
zbawienia. Sam Bog, ktory stworzyt nas w wyraznym celu dzielenia si¢ swoja chwatla, postat swego jednorodzonego Syna aby stat
si¢ jednym z nas. Z mito$ci do nas Jezus Chrystus oddat si¢ w rece grzesznikow (nawiasem mowigc to my nimi jesteSmy) i zostat
przybity do krzyza. Dobrowolnie oddajac swoje zycie, zaptacit cen¢ za nasze liczne grzechy i umozliwil zbawienie catego §wiata
oraz obietnice, ze bedziemy mie¢ zycie wieczne w niebie. Te dni sa powodem naszej nadziei i nadajg sens naszej egzystencji. O to
chodzi w zyciu!

Kazdego roku starannie upamigtniamy te wydarzenia i $wigtujemy nadziejg, ktorg jesteSmy obdarowani. Nigdy nie wolno nam
zapomina¢ o wielkiej cenie jaka zaptacono za nasze zbawienie, a naszym przywilejem jest co roku obchodzié¢ te dni $wigtg refleksja i
uroczystym uwielbieniem. Pandemia moze to nieco zmieni¢ ale nadal obchodzimy te §wiete dni.

Wieczorem w Wielki Czwartek gromadzimy sig¢ aby otrzymaé Swigte oleje, ktore zostaly konsekrowane i poblogostawione na
namaszczenie chorych, przygotowa¢ katechumenoéw i zaznaczy¢é obecno$¢ Ducha Swigtego w utwierdzonych w wierze i
ochrzczonych w Kosciele. Tego wieczoru celebrujemy rowniez ustanowienie kaptanstwa, a zwlaszcza udzielenie Najswigtszej
Eucharystii, dzigki ktorej obecno$¢ Chrystusa w Kosciele zostata zapewniona do konca czaséw. Noc trwa z adoracja Najswietszego
Sakramentu do potnocy i ztozeniem Naj$§wietszego Sakramentu, zatrzymujac si¢ najpierw na nocng modlitwe o 23:50.

W Wielki Piatek po potudniu zbieramy si¢ aby wystuchac historii naszego zbawienia. Przypominamy sobie meke i $mier¢ Chrystusa
i rozwazamy Jego droge krzyzows. Modlimy si¢ za wszystkich ludzi zywych i umartych, czcimy $wigty krzyz (z daleka, w tym
roku), na ktorym umart nasz Zbawiciel, i przyjmujemy Komuni¢ Swieta, aby pamieta¢ o Jego obecnosci wérod nas i aby$Smy byli
wzmocnieni w zachowaniu postu paschalnego.

W noc Wielkiej Soboty zbieramy si¢ pod golym niebem na wielka Wigili¢ Paschalng. W nocy czuwamy do $witu naszego
zbawienia, odkupienia uzyskanego przez chwalebne zmartwychwstanie Chrystusa. Rozpalamy nowy ogien i poswigcamy §wiecg
paschalna, styszymy historie o zbawczym dziataniu Boga w catej historii ludzkosci, a kiedy rozwija si¢ historia zmartwychwstania,
wszystkie $wiatta w koSciele s zapalane, aby rozpozna¢ blask nowego zycia, ktorym mozemy sig teraz podzieli¢. W t¢ najswigtszg
noc przypominamy sobie nasz chrzest, w ktorym umarli$my i zmartwychwstalismy do nowego zycia w Chrystusie. Swigtujemy
réwniez sakramenty wielkanocne (chrzest, bierzmowanie, pierwsza Eucharysti¢) z trzema mtodymi ludzmi, ktérzy wchodza do
Kosciota i rodziny Boze;j.

Te trzy dni nazywane sa Swietym Triduum (lub ,,trzema dniami”). Te trzy liturgie s3 uwazane za jedna liturgie ciagla. I widaé to po
tym, ze znak krzyza dokonywany jest na poczatku Mszy Wielkiego Czwartku i nie ma blogostawienstwa zamykajacego az do konca
Wigilii Paschalnej. Zasadniczo to tylko jedna wspaniata historia, wspaniale rozegrana w ciggu tych trzech dni.

W tych dniach zwyczajowo przestrzega si¢ postu paschalnego. Od Wielkiej Czwartkowej Mszy §w. do Wigilii Paschalnej mniej
jemy i pijemy, powstrzymujemy si¢ od bezuzytecznego gadania i zartoéw, rezygnujemy z tego co odwraca nasza uwage od naszej
relacji z Chrystusem. Jesli byliSmy rozluznieni podczas Wielkiego Postu, w te dni ,,napinamy strung¢”, poniewaz celebracja naszego
zbawienia jest juz bardzo blisko.

Zaden katolik nie powinien przegapi¢ celebracji tych tajemnic. Nie mozemy zacza¢ rozumieé naszej wiary, dopoki nie bedziemy
obchodzi¢ uroczystosci tych dni. Wiec prosze, pozwolcie dzieciom ustysze¢ jak bardzo Bog nas kocha i przypomnijcie sobie jak
niesamowicie cenni jestescie dla Boga. Nic - nawet §mier¢ - nie moglo stana¢ na drodze Jego mitosci do nas. Niech nic nie stanie na
przeszkodzie naszej mitosci do Niego!
