How Long is Lent?
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

A couple of weeks ago, one of our parishioners wrote me with a question about the length of Lent, and what it meant for fasting. I
thought it was a very good question, and that it was a good topic to bring up in this column.

The person was trying to count the days of Lent, which, if you do the math, seems like more than forty days. She had heard that
Sundays don’t count, because every Sunday is a celebration of the Resurrection of Our Lord, which we should celebrate with
rejoicing, but also by setting it aside to be a holy day. And she’s right about all of that: Sundays are really apart from the observance
of Lent because that’s the day, every single Sunday of the year, when we remember the Easter event, that glorious day that Lent
prepares us for. In morning prayer in the Liturgy of the Hours, every Sunday of Lent, the reading is from Nehemiah 8:9, 10:

Today is holy to the Lord your God. Do not be sad, and do not weep; for today is holy to our Lord. Do not be saddened this day, for
rejoicing in the Lord must be your strength!

So then, what do we do about fasting? Do we get to “cheat” on our Lenten penances on Sunday? I say it depends. If you gave up
sweets or chocolate, or something like that, it’s probably fine to partake of them, as long as you are keeping the Lord’s Day holy by
prayer, worship, and resting time with the Lord. But if you gave up some bad habit or practice, it may be better to keep that up even
on Sunday. In those instances, it’s probably the intent that you wouldn’t go back to them anyway, right?

She also heard that Lent ended on Holy Thursday, which makes counting the Lenten days even messier. And then can you stop your
Lenten fast on that day? And, again, she’s right. Lent ends just as the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday begins.
But here’s the twist: then we begin the Paschal Triduum, those holy three days that lead to the Cross and Resurrection. On those
days, we are encouraged to observe the Paschal Fast, which may in fact be more rigorous than our Lenten penance!

The Paschal Fast isn’t quite as penitential as are our Lenten practices. The Paschal Fast is intended to heighten our expectation and
anticipation of Easter Day. So we might spend that time fasting from anything that would distract us from what we remember in
those days: the death and resurrection of our Lord, who gave himself totally from us. We might fast from food, especially festive
food, but maybe also less television, or gaming, or a fast from social media. The Church intends especially that the Elect, those
preparing for the Easter Sacraments, would definitely fast on those holy days. Whatever is given up is traditionally given up until
after the Easter Vigil Mass, when our Lord is recognized as the Risen One.

I am praying that your Lenten observances and your Paschal Fast would prepare you for the best gift ever: salvation received through
the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, our Savior!

Esta persona
habia escuchado que los domingos no cuentan, porque cada domingo es una celebracion de la Resurreccion de Nuestro Sefor, que
debemos celebrar con alegria, pero también reservandolo para que sea un dia santo. Y ella tiene razoén en todo eso: los domingos
estan realmente aparte de la observancia de la Cuaresma porque ese es el dia, todos los domingos del afio, cuando recordamos el
evento de Pascua, ese dia glorioso para el que la Cuaresma nos prepara. En la oracion de la mafiana en la Liturgia de las Horas, todos
los domingos de Cuaresma, la lectura es de Nehemias 8: 9, 10:

Hoy es santo para el Sefior tu Dios. No estés triste y no llores; porque hoy es santo para nuestro Sefior. {No te entristezcas este dia,
porque regocijarte en el Sefior debe ser tu fuerza!

Entonces, ;(qué hacemos con el ayuno? ;Podemos “hacer trampa” en nuestras penitencias de Cuaresma el domingo? Yo digo que
depende. Si renuncio a los dulces o el chocolate, o algo por el estilo, probablemente esté bien si disfruta de ellos, siempre y cuando
esté santificando el Dia del Sefior mediante la oracion, la adoracion y el tiempo de descanso con el Sefior. Pero si dejo algin mal
