BAPTISM PREPARATION

The sacrament of Baptism ushers us into the divine life, cleanses us from sin and initiates us as members of

the Christian community. It is the foundation of the sacramental life.

Parents seeking Baptism for their child are required to be registered parishioners at St. Mary Immaculate, and
attend a Baptism Preparation Class prior to setting the date for the Baptism. These classes are offered twice a
month in English and once a month in Spanish. If you have attended a Baptism Class at St. Mary’s within the
past three years, this requirement is waived. Children over the age of seven years are required to participate
in our Religious Education Program to prepare for their Baptism.

English Baptisms are held on the 2"¥ and 3" Sunday of the month and Spanish Baptisms are held on the 4th
Sunday of the month. Baptisms will begin at 1:30 p.m. in the church. Families are asked to arrive by 1:15 p.m.
Dates may change based on the liturgical calendar.

0O.C.1.A. (Order of Christian Initiation of Adults)/BECOMING CATHOLIC
The Order of Christian Initiation for Adults (OCIA) is the process by which non-Catholics learn about the

Catholic faith and way of life. It is a spiritual formation process culminating with entry into the Catholic Church
with the celebration of the Sacraments of Baptism (if not previously baptized in a Christian denomination),
Confirmation, and the Eucharist. At St. Mary Immaculate, we welcome inquiries about this process at any time
of the year. We also initiate baptized Christians into the Catholic Church at various times throughout the year,
as each individual’s preparation process is tailored to their needs. Non-baptized people will be initiated into
the Church at the Easter Vigil after at least one full liturgical year of preparation.

To begin the OCIA process, an initial conversation with a team member will be scheduled to determine needs
and outline a preparation plan.
